Web browsers are something that has existed in some form or another since the early 90s with them really starting to take hold in the 2000s,since then they have become alot more important in daily life and I feel its important that people think critically about the browser they use,and they data said browser collects,personally I feel waterfox is one of the better browsers in this regard

Body
The reasons I picked waterfox for this is that its a good overall pick for all the main metrics people tend to look for in a browser.
A good example of this is privacy,it's something most people should,but often don’t take into account while choosing a browser.
Unlike some other browsers waterfox has alot of builtin anti tracking features,along with support for manifest v2 making it easier for adblockers like ublock to continue functioning.
This is important to prevent snooping of traffic and preventing websites from embedding ads, or implementing per user pricing,it also helps improve the speed of websites by avoiding large and unoptimized tracking scripts.
Along with this waterfox is fairly customisable.
It does this via themes and a fairly complex editor for the built in UI,along with the many plugins to change how the UI looks and feels.
Though not as impactful day to day as privacy or speed its a nice to have when your spending a decent chunk of your time interacting with said browser day to day.
It also has good support for multiple clients via Mozilla's account system,allowing users to keep their phone synced to their pc or keep their laptop and desktops tabs in sync.
Waterfox also does well on speed
It does this by being built on a slimmed down version of the already lite firefox codebase
This matters as it effects how fast pages load,and how many tabs you can realistically have open at once
