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INTRODUCTORY NOTE 

A SKETCH of the life and work of Christopher Marlowe will 
be found prefixed to his play of “Doctor Faustus” in the volume 
of the Harvard Classics containing Goethe’s “Faust.” 

The precise date of “Edward II” has not been determined, 

but it is generally and plausibly assigned to 1590-91. The his- 

torical basis for the plot Marlowe found in the Chronicles of 

Fabyan, Stow, and Holinshed, especially the last. In its treat- 

ment of the facts of history, this play is a typical example of 

the class of drama known as the “chronicle history,” which flour- 

ished in the last two decades of the sixteenth century, and cul- 
minated in Shakespeares “Henry IV” and “Henry V?” While 

the order of events in history determines for the most part the 

succession of scenes, the author condenses, omits, elaborates, 

and re-arranges in order to gain dramatic effectiveness, and to 
bring out the character of Edward and the results of his weak- 

ness. Thus the action covers a historical period of some twenty- 
two years, though no such stretch of time is suggested by the 

play; the military operations in Ireland and Scotland, and espe- 

cially the battle of Bannockburn, are antedated in order to 

connect them with Gaveston, who was, in fact, dead before any 

of them occurred; and the adherence of Spencer to the king is 

made to follow immediately, instead of several years, after the 

death of the earlier favorite. 
Yet, with all this freedom in the handling of details, Marlowe 

succeeds in giving a substantially true, as well as a powerfully 

affecting, picture of the character and fate of Edward II. The 

play is the ripest and most masterly of Marlowe’s productions, 

showing in the delineation of character, the construction of the 

plot and the freedom and variety of the verse, a striking advance 

over his earlier work. Nowhere else does he rival so closely 

his great successor, Shakespeare.

Q. Isas, But will you love me, if you find it so?

Q. Isas. For Gaveston, but not for Isabel. 
K. Epw. For thee, fair queen, if thou lov’st Gaveston. 

Pll hang a golden tongue about thy neck, 
Seeing thou hast pleaded with so good success. 

Q. Isas. No other jewels hang about my neck 
Than these, my lord; nor let me have more wealth 
Than I may fetch from this rich treasury. 
O how a kiss revives poor Isabel! 

K. Epw. Once more receive my hand; and let this be 
A second marriage ’twixt thyself and me.

Be thou commander of our royal fleet;

This argues the entire love of my lord; 
[Reads.] “ When I forsake thee, death seize on my heart:”

[Exeunt.] 

(Scene II] 

Enter Kine EDWARD, QUEEN ISABELLA, Kent, LANCASTER, 
Young Mortimer, WARWICK, PEMBROKE, and Attendants 

K. Epw. The wind is good, I wonder why he stays; 
I fear me he is wrack’d upon the sea. 

Q. Isas. Look, Lancaster, how passionate’ he is, 
And still his mind runs on his minion! 

Lan. My lord, — 
K. Epw. How now! what news? Is Gaveston arriv’d? 
Y. Mor. Nothing but Gaveston !—What means your grace? 

You have matters of more weight to think upon; 
The King of France sets foot in Normandy. 

K. Epw. A trifle! we'll expel him when we please. 
But tell me, Mortimer, what’s thy device 

Against the stately triumph we decreed? 

Y. Mor. A homely one, my lord, not worth the telling. 
K. Epw. Pray thee let me know it. 
Y. Mor. But, seeing you are so desirous, thus it is: 

A lofty cedar-tree, fair flourishing, 
On whose top-branches kingly eagles perch, 
And by the bark a canker? creeps me up, 
And gets into the highest bough of all: 
The motto, Æque tandem? 

0 Turn. 1 Sorrowful, 2 Canker-worm. $ Lat. Justly at length. 
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K. Epw. And what is yours, my lord of Lancaster? 
Lan. My lord, mine’s more obscure than Mortimer’s. 

Pliny reports there is a flying fish 
Which all the other fishes deadly hate, 
And therefore, being pursued, it takes the air: 
No sooner is it up, but there’s a fowl 
That seizeth it; this fish, my lord, I bear:

K. Epw. Proud Mortimer! ungentle Lancaster! 
Is this the love you bear your sovereign? 
Is this the fruit your reconcilement bears? 
Can you in words make show of amity, 
And in your shields display your rancorous minds! 
What call you this but private libelling 
Against the Earl of Cornwall and my brother? 
Q. Isas. Sweet husband, be content, they all love you. 
K. Epw. They love me not that hate my Gaveston. 

I am that cedar, shake me not too much; 
And you the eagles; soar ye ne’er so high, 
I have the jesses® that will pull you down; 
And que tandem shall that canker cry 
Unto the proudest peer of Britainy. 
Though thou compar’st him to a flying fish, 
And threatenest death whether he rise or fall,

War. Welcome, Lord Governor of the Isle of Man! 
Prem. Welcome, Master Secretary ! 
Kent. Brother, do you hear them? 
K. Epw. Still will these earls and barons use me thus. 
Gav. My lord, I cannot brook these injuries. 
Q. Isas. Aye me, poor soul, when these begin to jar. 

[Aside.] 
K. Epw. Return it to their throats, Ill be thy warrant. 
Gav. Base, leaden earls, that glory in your birth, 

Go sit at home and eat your tenants’ beef; 

And come not here to scoff at Gaveston, 
Whose mounting thoughts did never creep so low 
As to bestow a look on such as you. 

Lan. Yet I disdain not to do this for you. 
[Draws his sword and offers to stab Gaveston.] 

K. Epw. Treason! treason! where’s the traitor? 
Pem. Here! here! 
K. Epw. Convey hence Gaveston; they'll murder him. 
Gav. The life of thee shall salve this foul disgrace. 
Y. Mor. Villain! thy life, unless I miss mine aim. 

[Wounds Gaveston.] 
Q. Isar. Ah! furious Mortimer, what hast thou done? 
Y. Mor. No more than I would answer, were he slain, 

[Exit Gaveston with Attendants.] 
K. Epw. Yes, more than thou canst answer, though he 

live. 

Dear shall you both abye® this riotous deed. 
Out of my presence! Come not near the court, 

Y. Mor. Til not be barr’d the court for Gaveston, 

* Anticipateth, $ Pay for, 
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Lan, We'll hale him by the ears unto the block. 
K. Epw. Look to your own heads; his is sure enough. 
War. Look to your own crown, if you back him thus. 
Kent. Warwick, these words do ill beseem thy years, 
K. Epw, Nay, all of them conspire to cross me thus; 

But if I live, PII tread upon their heads 
That think with high looks thus to tread me down. 
Come, Edmund, let’s away and levy men, 
*Tis war that must abate these barons’ pride. 

Exeunt Kine Epwarp, [Quren Isapetra and Kent.] ` 
Wak. Let’s to our castles, for the king is mov’d. 
Y. Mor. Moy’d may he be, and perish in his wrath! 
Lan. Cousin, it is no dealing with him now,

K. Epw. Madam, we will that you with speed be shipp’d, 

And this our son; Levune shall follow you 
With all the haste we can despatch him hence. 
Choose of our lords to bear you company, 
And go in peace; leave us in wars at home. 

Q. Isas. Unnatural wars, where subjects brave their king; 
God end them once! My lords, I take my leave, 

To make my preparation for France. 
[Exit with Prince Epwarp.] 
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Enter [ArunpeL.]* 

K. Epw. What, Lord Arundel, dost thou come alone? | 
Arun. Yea, my good lord, for Gaveston is dead. 
K. Epw. Ah, traitors! have they put my friend to death? 

` Tell me, Arundel, died he ere thou cam’st, 
Or didst thou see my friend to take his death? 

Arun. Neither, my lord; for as he was surpris’d, 
Begirt with weapons and with enemies round, 
I did your highness’ message to them all; 
Demanding him of them, entreating rather, 
And said, upon the honour of my name, 
That I would undertake to carry him 
Unto your highness, and to bring him back. 

K. Epw. And tell me, would the rebels deny me that? 
Y. Bpen. Proud recreants! 
K. Epw. Yea, Spencer, traitors all. 
Arun. I found them at the first inexorable; 

The Earl of Warwick would not bide the hearing, 
Mortimer hardly; Pembroke and Lancaster 
Spake least: and when they flatly had denied, 
Refusing to receive me pledge for him, 
The Earl of Pembroke mildly thus bespake; 
“ My lords, because our sovereign sends for him, 
And promiseth he shall be safe return’d, 
I will this undertake, to have him hence, 
And see him re-delivered to your hands.” 

K. Epw. Well, and how fortunes [it] that he came not? 
Y. Spen. Some treason, or some villainy, was the cause. 

Arun. The Earl of Warwick seiz’d him on his way; 
For being delivered unto Pembroke’s men, 
Their lord rode home thinking his prisoner safe; 
But ere he came, Warwick in ambush lay, 
And bare him to his death; and in a trench 
Strake off his head, and march’d unto the camp. 

Y. Srpen. A bloody part, flatly ’gainst law of arms! 
K. Epw. O shall I speak, or shall I sigh and die! 
Y. Spen. My lord, refer your vengeance to the sword 

Upon these barons; hearten up your men; 

3 Qq. Lord Matre[vis], throughout the scene. Corrected by Dyce, 
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Let them not unreveng’d murder your friends! 
Advance your standard, Edward, in the field, 
And march to fire them from their starting holes. 

K. Epw. (kneeling.) By earth, the common mother of 
us all, 

By Heaven, and all the moving orbs thereof, 
By this right hand, and by my father’s sword, 
And all the honours ‘longing to my crown, 
I will have heads, and lives for him, as many 
As I have manors, castles, towns, and towers!— [Rises.] 
Treacherous Warwick! traitorous Mortimer! 
If it be England’s king, in lakes of gore 
Your headless trunks, your bodies will I trail, 
That you may drink your-fill, and quaff in blood, 
And stain my royal standard with the same, 
That so my bloody colours may suggest 
Remembrance of revenge immortally 
On your accursed traitorous progeny, 
You villains, that have slain my Gaveston! 
And in this place of honour and of trust, 
Spencer, sweet Spencer, I adopt thee here: 
And merely of our love we do create thee 
Earl of Gloucester, and Lord Chamberlain, 
Despite of times, despite of enemies. 

Y. Srpen. My lord, here’s a messenger from the barons, 
Desires access unto your majesty. 

K. Eow. Admit him near. 

Enter the Herald, with his coat of arms 

Her. Long live King Edward, England’s lawful lord! 
K. Epw. So wish not they, I wis, that sent thee hither. 

Thou com’st from Mortimer and his ’complices, 
A ranker rout of rebels never was. 
Well, say thy message. 

Her. The barons up in arms, by me salute 
Your highness with long life and happiness; 
And bid me say, as plainer to your grace, 
That if without effusion of blood 
You will this grief have ease and remedy, 

That from your princely person you remove 
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This Spencer, as a putrifying branch, 
That deads the royal vine, whose golden leaves 
Empale your princely head, your diadem, 
Whose brightness such pernicious upstarts dim, 
Say they; and lovingly advise your grace, 
To cherish virtue and nobility, 
And have old servitors in high esteem, 
And shake off smooth dissembling flatterers. 
This granted, they, their honours, and their lives, 
Are to your highness vow’d and consecrate. 

Y. Spen. Ah, traitors! will they still display their pride? 
K. Epw. Away, tarry no answer, but be gone!

Yet, ere thou go, see how I do divorce 

Embraces SPENCER. 
Spencer from me.—Now get thee to thy lords, 
And tell them I will come to chastise them 
For murdering Gaveston; hie thee, get thee gone! 

Edward with fire and sword follows at thy heels. 
[Exit Herald.] 

My lords, perceive you how these rebels swell? 
Soldiers, good hearts, defend your sovereign’s right, 
For now, even now, we march to make them stoop. 
Away! Exeunt. Alarums, excursions, a great fight, 

and a retreat [sounded, within]. 

[Scene III}? 

Re-enter Kinc EDWARD, the Elder SpeNcER, Young 
SPENCER, and Noblemen of the Kine’s side 

K. Epw. Why do we sound retreat? Upon them, lords! 
This day I shall pour vengeance with my sword 

‘On those proud rebels that are up in arms 
And do confront and countermand their king. 

Y. Spen. I doubt it not, my lord, right will prevail. 
E. Spen. ’Tis not amiss, my liege, for either part 

To breathe awhile; our men, with sweat and dust

ee ee 
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All choked well near, begin to faint for heat; 
And this retire refresheth horse and man. 

Y. Spen. Here come the rebels. 

Enter Young MORTIMER, LANCASTER, WARWICK, 
PEMBROKE, and others 

Y. Mor. Look, Lancaster, yonder is Edward 
Among his flatterers. 

Lan. And there let him be 
Till he pay dearly for their company. 

War. And shall, or Warwick’s sword shall smite in vain. 
K. Epw. What, rebels, do you shrink and sound retreat? 
Y. Mor. No, Edward, no; thy flatterers faint and fly. 
Lan. They’d best betimies forsake thee, and their trains,’ 

For they'll betray thee, traitors as they are. 
Y. Srpen. Traitor on thy face, rebellious Lancaster ! 
Pem. Away, base upstart, bravest thou nobles thus? 
E. Spen. A noble attempt and honourable deed, 

Is it not, trow ye, to assemble aid, 
And levy arms against your lawful king! 

K. Epw. For which ere long their heads shall satisfy, 
To appease the wrath of their offended king. 

Y. Mor. Then, Edward, thou wilt fight it to the last, 
And rather bathe thy sword in subjects’ blood, 

Than banish that pernicious company? 
K. Epw. Ay, traitors all, rather than thus be brav’d, 

Make England’s civil towns huge heaps of stones, 
And ploughs to go about our palace-gates. 

War. A desperate and unnatural resolution ! 
Alarum! To the fight! 
St. George for England, and the barons’ right! 

K. Epw. Saint George for England, and King Edward’s 

right! 
[Alarums. Exeunt the two parties severally.] 

2 Plots. 
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[Scene IV] 

Re-enter Kino Epwarp [and his followers,] with the 
Barons [and KENT], captives 

K. Epw. Now, lusty lords, now, not by chance of war, 
But justice of the quarrel and the cause, 
Vail’d’ is your pride; methinks you hang the heads, 
But we’ll advance them, traitors. Now ’tis time 
To be avenged on you for all your braves, 
And for the murder of my dearest friend, 
To whom right well you knew our soul was knit, 
Good Pierce of Gaveston, my sweet favourite. 
Ah, rebels! recreants! you made him away. 

Kent. Brother, in regard of thee, and of thy land, 
Did they remove that flatterer from thy throne. 

K. Epw. So, sir, you have spoke; away, avoid our pres- 
ence! [Exit Kent.] 

Accursed wretches, was’t in regard of us, 
When we had sent our messenger to request 
He might be spar’d to come to speak with us, 
And Pembroke undertook for his return, 

That thou, proud Warwick, watch’d the prisoner, 
Poor Pierce, and headed him ’gainst law of arms? 
For which thy head shall overlook the rest, 
As much as thou in rage outwent’st the rest. 

War. Tyrant, I scorn thy threats and menaces; 
It is but temporal that thou canst inflict. 

Lan. The worst is death, and better die to live 
Than live in infamy under such a king. 

K. Epw. Away with them, my lord of Winchester! 
These lusty leaders, Warwick and Lancaster, 
I charge you roundly—off with both their heads! 
Away! 

War. Farewell, vain world! 
LAN. Sweet Mortimer, farewell. 
Y. Mor. England, unkind to thy nobility, 

Groan for this grief, behold how thou art maim’d! 
K. Epw. Go take that haughty Mortimer to the Tower, © 

There see him safe bestow’d; and for the rest, 

$ Lowered. 
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Do speedy execution on them all. 
Begone! 

Y. Mor. What, Mortimer! can ragged stony walls 
Immure thy virtue that aspires to Heaven? 
No, Edward, England’s scourge, it may not be; 
Mortimer’s hope surmounts his fortune far. 

[The captive Barons are led off.] 
K. Epw. Sound drums and trumpets! March with me, my 

friends, 
Edward this day hath crown’d him king anew. 

Exeunt all except Young SPENCER, LEVUNE, and BALDOCK. 
Y. Spen. Levune, the trust that we repose in thee, 

Begets the quiet of King Edward’s land. 
Therefore begone in haste, and with advice 
Bestow that treasure on the lords of France, 
That, therewith all enchanted, like the guard 
That suffered Jove to pass in showers of gold 
To Danae, all aid may be denied 
To Isabel, the queen, that now in France 
Makes friends, to cross the seas with her young son, 
And step into his father’s regiment.‘ 

LrevuneE. That’s it these barons and the subtle queen 
Long levell’d at. 

BAL. Yea, but, Levune, thou seest 
These barons lay their heads on blocks together ; 
What they intend, the hangman frustrates clean. 

Levune. Have you no doubt, my lords, I’ll clap so close 
Among the lords of France with England’s gold, 
That Isabel shall make her plaints in vain, 
And France shall be obdurate with her tears. 

Y. Spen. Then make for France, amain—Levune, away ! 
Proclaim King Edward’s wars and victories. Exeunt.

Enter KENT 

Kent. Fair blows the wind for France; blow gentle gale, 
Till Edmund be arriv’d for England’s good!

It hath, my Lord; the warders all asleep, 
I thank them, gave me leave to pass in peace. 
But hath your grace got shipping unto France? 

Kent. Fear it not. Exeunt. 

{Scene II]! 

Enter QuEEN ISABELLA and PRINCE EDWARD 

Q. Isas. Ah, boy! our friends do fail us all in France. 
The lords are cruel, and the king unkind; 
What shall we do? 

P. Epw. Madam, return to England, 
And please my father well, and then a fig 
For all my uncle’s friendship here in France. 
I warrant you, I’ll win his highness quickly ; 
’A loves me better than a thousand Spencers, 

1 Near the Tower of London. 
1 Paris. 
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Q. Isas. Ah, boy, thou art deceiv’d, at least in this, 
To think that we can yet be tun’d together; 
No, no, we jar too far. Unkind Valois! 
Unhappy Isabel! when France rejects, 
Whither, oh! whither dost thou bend thy steps? 

Enter Sır Jonn of HAINAULT 

Sır J. Madam, what cheer? 
Q. Isas. Ah! good Sir John of Hainault 

Never so cheerless, nor so far distrest. 

Sır J. I hear, sweet lady, of the king’s unkindness; 

But droop not, madam; noble minds contemn 
Despair. Will your grace with me to Hainault, 
And there stay time’s advantage with your son? 
How say you, my lord, will you go with your friends, 
And shake off all our fortunes equally? 

P. Epw. So pleaseth the queen, my mother, me it likes. 
The King of England, nor the court of France, 
Shall have me from my gracious mother’s side, 
Till I be strong enough to break a staff; 
And then have at the proudest Spencer’s head. 

Sır J. Well said, my lord. 
Q. Isas. O, my sweet heart, how do I moan thy wrongs, 

Yet triumph in the hope of thee, my joy! 
Ah, sweet Sir John! even to the utmost verge 
Of Europe, or the shore of Tanais, 
Will we with thee to Hainault—so we will:— 
The marquis is a noble gentleman; 
His grace, I dare presume, will welcome me. 
But who are these? 

Enter Kent and Young MORTIMER 

Kent. Madam, long may you live, 
Much happier than your friends in England do! 

Q. Isas. Lord Edmund and Lord Mortimer alive! 
Welcome to France! The news was here, my lord, 

That you were dead, or very near your death. 
Y. Mor. Lady, the last was truest of the twain; 

But Mortimer, reserv’d for better hap, 
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Hath shaken off the thraldom of the Tower, 
And lives t’ advance your standard, good my lord. 

P. Epw. How mean you? An’ the king, my father, lives? 
No, my Lord Mortimer, not I, I trow. 

Q. Isar. Not, son! why not? I would it were no worse. 
But, gentle lords, friendless we are in France. 

Y. Mor. Monsieur le Grand, a noble friend of yours, 

Told us, at our arrival, all the news: 
How hard the nobles, how unkind the king 
Hath show’d himself; but, madam, right makes room 

Where weapons want; and, though a many friends 
Are made away, as Warwick, Lancaster, 
And others of our party and faction; 
Yet have we friends, assure your grace, in England 
Would cast up caps, and clap their hands for joy, 
To see us there, appointed’ for our foes. 

Kent. Would all were well, and Edward well reclaim’d, 
For England’s honour, peace, and quietness. 

Y. Mor. But by the sword, my lord, ’t must be deserv’d;* 
The king will ne’er forsake his flatterers. 

Sır J. My lord of England, sith th’ ungentle king 
Of France refuseth to give aid of arms 
To this distressed queen his sister here, 
Go you with her to Hainault. Doubt ye not, 
We will find comfort, money, men, and friends 
Ere long, to bid the English king a base.* 
How say, young prince? What think you of the match? 

P. Epw. I think King Edward will outrun us all. 
Q. Isas. Nay, son, not so; and you must not discourage 

Your friends, that are so forward in your aid. 
Kent, Sir John of Hainault, pardon us, I pray; 

These comforts that you give our woful queen 
Bind us in kindness all at your command. 

Q. Isan. Yea, gentle brother; and the God of heaven 
Prosper your happy motion, good Sir John. 

Y. Mor. This noble gentleman, forward in arms, 
Was born, I see, to be our anchor-hold. 

Sir John of Hainault, be it thy renown, 

sTf. $ Equipped. * Earned. 
6 Challenge. A reference to the game of prisoner’s base. 
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That England’s queen and nobles in distress, 
Have been by thee restor’d and comforted. 

Sır J. Madam, along, and you my lords, with me, 
That England’s peers may Hainault’s welcome see. 

[Exeunt.]} 

(Scene III] 

Enter Kine EDWARD, ARUNDEL, the Elder and 
Younger SPENCER, and others 

K. Epw. Thus after many threats of wrathful war, 
Triumpheth England’s Edward with his friends; 
And triumph, Edward, with his friends uncontroll’d! 
My lord of Gloucester, do you hear the news? 

Y. Spen. What news, my lord? 
K. Epw. Why, man, they say there is great execution 

Done through the realm; my lord of Arundel, 
You have the note, have you not? 

Arun. From the Lieutenant of the Tower, my lord. 
K. Epw. I pray let us see it. [Takes the note.] What 

have we there? 
Read it, Spencer. [Hands the note to] Young SPENCER, 

[who] reads the names. 
Why, so; they bark’d apace a month ago: 
Now, on my life, they'll neither bark nor bite. 
Now, sirs, the news from France? Gloucester, I trow 
The lords of France love England’s gold so well 
_As Isabella gets no aid from thence. 
What now remains? Have you proclaim’d, my lord, 
Reward for them can bring in Mortimer? 

Y. Spen. My lord, we have; and if he be in England, 
’A will be had ere long, I doubt it not. 

K. Epw. If, dost thou say? Spencer, as true as death, 

He is in England’s ground; our portmasters 
Are not so careless of their king’s command. 

Enter a Messenger 

How now, what news with thee? From whence come these? 
Mess. Letters, my lord, and tidings forth of France ;— 
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To you, my lord of Gloucester, from Levune. 
[Gives letters to Young SPENCER.] 

K. Epw. Read. 
Y. Srpen. (reads). 
“ My duty to your honour premised, &c., I have, according 

to instructions in that behalf, dealt with the King of France 
his lords, and effected that the queen, all discontented and 
discomforted, is gone: whither, if you ask, with Sir John of 
Hainault, brother to the marquis, into Flanders. With them 
are gone Lord Edmund, and the Lord Mortimer, having in 
their company divers of your nation, and others; and, as 
constant report goeth, they intend to give King Edward 
battle in England, sooner than he can look for them. This 
is all the news of import. 

Your honour’s in all service, LEVUNE.” 

K. Epw. Ah, villains! hath that Mortimer escap’d? 
With him is Edmund gone associate? 
And will Sir John of Hainault lead the round? 
Welcome, a God’s name, madam, and your son; 
England shall welcome you and all your rout. 
Gallop apace, bright Phcebus, through the sky, 
And dusky night, in rusty iron car, 
Between you both shorten the time, I pray, 
That I may see that most desired day 
When we may meet these traitors in the field. 
Ah, nothing grieves me, but my little boy 
Is thus misled to countenance their ills. 
Come, friends, to Bristow,* there to make us strong; 
And, winds, as.equal be to bring them in, 

As you injurious were to bear them forth! [Exeunt.] 

[Scene IV]* 

Enter QUEEN IsABELLA, Prince Epwarp, Kent, Young 
MortiMer, and Str Jonn of HAINAULT 

Q. Isas. Now, lords, our loving friends and countrymen, 
Welcome to England all, with prosperous winds! 
Our kindest friends in Belgia have we left, 

1 Bristol. 
1 Near Harwich. 
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To cope with friends at home; a heavy case 
When force to force is knit, and sword and glaive 
In civil broils make kin and countrymen 
Slaughter themselves in others, and their sides 
With their own weapons gore! But what’s the help? 
Misgoverned kings are cause of all this wrack; 
And, Edward, thou art one among them all, 
Whose looseness hath betray’d thy land to spoil, 
Who made the channels overflow with blood. 
Of thine own people patron shouldst thou be, 
But thou 

Y. Mor. Nay, madam, if you be a warrior, 
You must not grow so passionate in speeches. 
Lords, 
Sith that we are by sufferance of Heaven 
Arriv’d, and armed in this prince’s right, 
Here for our country’s cause swear we to him 
All homage, fealty, and forwardness; 
And for the open wrongs and injuries 
Edward hath done to us, his queen and land, 
We come in arms to wreak it with the sword; 
That England’s queen in peace may repossess 
Her dignities and honours; and withal 
We may remove these flatterers from the king, 
That havoc England’s wealth and treasury. 

Sir J. Sound trumpets, my lord, and forward let us march. 
Edward will think we come to flatter him. 

Kent. I would he never had been flattered more! 
[Exeunt.] 

[Scene V]? 

Enter Kinc Epwarp, Barock, and Young SPENCER, flying 
about the stage 

Y. Spen. Fly, fly, my lord! the queen is over-strong ; 
Her friends do multiply, and yours do fail. 
Shape we our course to Ireland, there to breathe. 

K. Epw. What! was I born to fly and run away, 
And leave the Mortimers conquerors behind? 

2 Near Bristol. 
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Give me my horse, and let’s reinforce our troops: 
And in this bed of honour die with fame. 

Barb. O no, my lord, this princely resolution 
Fits not the time; away! we are pursued. [Exeunt.] 

Enter Kent, with sword and target 

Kent. This way he fled, but I am come too late 
Edward, alas! my heart relents for thee. 
Proud traitor, Mortimer, why dost thou chase 
Thy lawful king, thy sovereign, with thy sword? 
Vile wretch! and why hast thou, of all unkind, 
Borne arms against thy brother and thy king? 
Rain showers of vengeance on my cursed head, 
Thou God, to whom in justice it belongs 
To punish this unnatural revolt! 
Edward, this Mortimer aims at thy life! 
O fly him, then! But, Edmund, calm this rage, 
Dissemble, or thou diest; for Mortimer 
And Isabel do kiss, while they conspire ; 
And yet she bears a face of love forsooth. 
Fie on that love that hatcheth death and hate! 
Edmund, away! Bristow to Longshanks’ blood 
Is false. Be not found single for suspect: 
Proud Mortimer pries near unto thy walks. 

Enter QUEEN ISABELLA, Prince Epwarp, Young MORTIMER, 
and Sir Joun of HAINAULT 

Q. Isas. Successful battle gives the God of kings 
To them that fight in right and fear his wrath. 
Since then successfully we have prevailed, 
Thanked be Heaven’s great architect, and you. 
Ere farther we proceed, my noble lords, 
We here create our well-beloved son, 

Of love and care unto his royal person, 
Lord Warden of the realm, and sith the fates 
Have made his father so infortunate, 

- Deal you, my lords, in this, my loving lords, 
As to your wisdoms fittest seems in all, 

Kent. Madam, without offence, if I may ask, 
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How will you deal with Edward in his fall? 
P. Epw. Tell me, good uncle, what Edward do you mean? 
Kent. Nephew, your father; I dare not call him king. 
Y. Mor.. My lord of Kent, what needs these questions? 

Tis not in her controlment, nor in ours, 
But as the realm and parliament shall please, 
So shall your brother be disposed of.— 
I like not this relenting mood in Edmund. 
Madam, ’tis good to look to him betimes. 

[Aside to the QuEEN.] 
Q. Isas. My lord, the Mayor of Bristow knows our mind. 
Y. Mor. Yea, madam, and they scape not easily. 

That fled the field. 
Q. Isa. Baldock is with the king. 

A goodly chancellor, is he not, my Jord? 
Sir J. So are the Spencers, the father and the son. 
Kent. This Edward is the ruin of the realm. 

Enter Rice ap Howett and the Mayor of Bristow, with the 
Elder Spencer [prisoner, and Attendants] 

Rice. God save Queen Isabel, and her princely son! 
Madam, the mayor and citizens of Bristow, 
In sign of love and duty to this presence, 
Present by me this traitor to the state, 
Spencer, the father to that wanton Spencer, 
That, like the lawless Catiline of Rome, 

Revelled in England’s wealth and treasury. 
Q. Isas. We thank you all. 
Y. Mor. Your loving care in this 

Deserveth princely favours and rewards. 
But where’s the king and the other Spencer fled? 

Rice. Spencer the son, created Earl of Gloucester, 
Is with that smooth-tongu’d scholar Baldock gone 
And shipped but late for Ireland with the king. 

Y. Mor. Some whirlwind fetch them back or sink them 
ali !— [Aside.] 

They shall be started thence, I doubt it not. 
P. Epw. Shall I not see the king my father yet? 
Kent. Unhappy ’s Edward, chas’d from England’s bounds. 

[Aside.] 
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Sır J. Madam, what resteth, why stand you in a muse? 
Q. Isas. I rue my lord’s ill-fortune; but alas! 

Care of my country call’d me to this war. 
Y. Mor. Madam, have done with care and sad com- 

plaint; 
Your king hath wrong’d your country and himself, 
And we must seek to right it as we may. 
Meanwhile, have hence this rebel to the block. 
Your lordship cannot privilege your head. 

E. Spen. Rebel is he that fights against his prince; 
So fought not they that fought in Edward’s right. 

Y. Mor. Take him away, he prates; 
[Exeunt Attendants with the Elder Spencer.] 

You, Rice ap Howell, 
Shall do good service to her majesty, 
Being of countenance in your country here, 
To follow these rebellious runagates. 
We in meanwhile, madam, must take advice, 
How Baldock, Spencer, and their complices, 
May in their fall be followed to their end. Exeunt. 

[Scene VI]? 

Enter the Abbot, Monks, Kinc EDWARD, Young SPENCER, 
and Batpocx (the three latter disguised) 

Axssot. Have you no doubt, my lord; have you no fear; 
As silent and as careful we will be, 
To keep your royal person safe with us, 
Free from suspect and fell invasion 
Of such as have your majesty in chase, 
Yourself, and those your chosen company, 
As danger of this stormy time requires.

Stately and proud, in riches and in train, 
Whilom I was, powerful, and full of pomp:

And all the land I know is up in arms, 
Arms that pursue our lives with deadly hate. 
Bap. We were embark’d for Ireland, wretched we! 

With awkward winds and [with] sore tempests driven 
To fall on shore, and here to pine in fear 
Of Mortimer and his confederates. 

K. Epw. Mortimer! who talks of Mortimer? 
Who wounds me with the name of Mortimer, 
That bloody man? Good father, on thy lap 
Lay I this head, laden with mickle care. 
O might I never open these eyes again! 
Never again lift up this drooping head! 
O never more lift up this dying heart! 

Y. Spen. Look up, my lord.—Baldock, this drowsiness 
Betides no good; here even we are betray’d. 

Enter, with Welsh hooks, Rice ar Howett, a Mower, and 
LEICESTER 

Mow. Upon my life, these be the men ye seek. 
Rice. Fellow, enough.—My lord, I pray be short, 

A fair commission warrants what we do. 
Letces. The queen’s commission, urged by Mortimer ; 

What cannot gallant Mortimer with the queen? 
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Alas! see where he sits, and hopes unseen 
To escape their hands that seek to reave his life. 
Too true it is, Quem dies vidit veniens superbum, 

Hunc dies vidit fugiens jacentem? 
But, Leicester, leave to grow so passionate. 
Spencer and Baldock, by no other names, 

` I do arrest you of high treason here. 
Stand not on titles, but obey the arrest; 
’Tis in the name of Isabel the queen. 
My lord, why droop you thus? 

K. Epw. O day, the last of all my bliss on earth ! 
Centre of all misfortune! O my stars, 
Why do you lour unkindiy on a king? 
Comes Leicester, then, in Isabella’s name 
To take my life, my company from me? 
Here, man, rip up this panting breast of mine, 
And take my heart in rescue of my friends ! 

Rice. Away with them! 
Y. SPEN. It may become thee yet 

To let us take our farewell of his grace, 
Assot. My heart with pity earns® to see this sight,— 

A king to bear these words and proud commands, [Aside.] 
K. Epw. Spencer, ah, sweet Spencer, thus then must we 

part? 
Y. Spen. We must, my lord, so will the angry Heavens. 
K. Epw. Nay, so will hell and cruel Mortimer; 

The gentle Heavens have not to do in this. 
Bap. My lord, it is in vain to grieve or storm. 

Here humbly of your grace we take our leaves; 
Our lots are cast; I fear me, so is thine, 

K. Epw. In Heaven we may, in earth ne’er shall we meet: 
And, Leicester, say, what shall become of us? 

Leices. Your majesty must go to Killingworth.‘ 
K. Epw. Must! it is somewhat hard, when kings must go. 
Lerces. Here is a litter ready for your grace, 

That waits your pleasure, and the day grows old. 
Ricr. As good be gone, as stay and be benighted. 
K. Epw. A litter hast thou? Lay me in a hearse, 

2 Whom the dawn sees proud, evening sees prostrate. Seneca, Thyestes, 61 
3 Yearns, * Kenilworth, £ até cad 
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And to the gates of hell convey me hence; 
Let Pluto’s bells ring out my fatal knell, 
And hags howl for my death at Charon’s shore, 
For friends hath Edward none but these, 
And these must die under a tyrant’s sword. 

Rice. My lord, be going; care not for these, 
For we shall see them shorter by the heads. 

K. Epw. Well, that shall be, shall be: part we must! 
Sweet Spencer, gentle Baldock, part we must! 
Hence feigned weeds! unfeigned are my woes; 

[Throws off his disguise.] 
Father, farewell! Leicester, thou stay’st for me, 
And go I must. Life, farewell, with my friends. 

[Exeunt Kinc EDWARD and LEICESTER.] 
Y. Spen. O! is he gone? -Is noble Edward gone? 

Parted from hence, never to see us more? 
Rend, sphere of Heaven! and, fire, forsake thy orb! 
Earth, melt to air! gone is my sovereign, 
Gone, gone, alas! never to make return. 
Bap. Spencer, I see our souls are fleeted hence; 

We are depriv’d the sunshine of our life: 
Make for a new life, man; throw up thy eyes, 
And heart, and hands to Heaven’s immortal throne; 
Pay nature’s debt with cheerful countenance; 
Reduce we all our lessons unto this: 
To die, sweet Spencer, therefore live we all; 

Spencer, all live to die, and rise to fall. 
Rice. Come, come, keep these preachments till you come to 

the place appointed. You, and such as you are, have made 
wise work in England. Will your lordships away? 

Mow. Your lordship, I trust, will remember me? 
Rice. Remember thee, fellow! what else? Follow me to 

the town. [Exeunt.] 
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[ACT THE FIFTH] 

[Scene I]? 

Enter Kinc EDWARD, LEICESTER, the Bisnop of WINCHES- 
TER, [and TRUSSEL.] 

Letces. Be patient, good my lord, cease to lament, 
Imagine Killingworth Castle were your court, 
And that you lay for pleasure here a space, 
Not of compulsion or necessity. 

K. Epw. Leicester, if gentle words might comfort me, 
‘Thy speeches long ago had eas’d my sorrows; 
For kind and loving hast thou always been. 
The griefs of private men are soon allay’d, 
But not of kings. The forest deer, being struck, 
Runs to an herb that closeth up the wounds; 
But, when the imperial lion’s flesh is gored, 
He rends and tears it with his wrathful paw, 
And highly scorning that the lowly earth 
Should drink his blood, mounts up into the air. 
And so it fares with me, whose dauntless mind 

The ambitious Mortimer would seek to curb, 
And that unnatural queen, false Isabel, 
That thus hath pent and mew’d me in a prison; 
For such outrageous passions cloy my soul, 
As with the wings of rancour and disdain, 
Full often am I soaring up to Heaven, 
To plain me to the gods against them both. 
But when I call to mind I am a king, 
Methinks I should revenge me of my wrongs, 
That Mortimer and Isabel have done. 
But what are kings, when regiment’ is gone, 
But perfect shadows in a sunshine day? 
My nobles rule, I bear the name of king; 

I wear the crown, but am controll’d by them, 
By Mortimer, and my unconstant queen, 
Who spots my nuptial bed with infamy; 
Whilst I am lodg’d within this cave of care, 
Where sorrow at my elbow still attends, 

1A room in Kenilworth Castle. > Rule, 
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To company my heart with sad laments, 
That bleeds within me for this strange exchange. 
But tell me, must I now resign my crown, 
To make usurping Mortimer a king? 

B. or Win. Your grace mistakes; it is for England’s 
good, 

And princely Edward’s right we crave the crown. 
K. Epw. No, ’tis for Mortimer, not Edward’s head; 

For he’s a lamb, encompassed by wolves, 
Which in a moment will abridge his life. 
But if proud Mortimer do wear this crown, 
Heavens turn it to a blaze of quenchless fire! 
Or like the snaky wreath of Tisiphon, 
Engirt the temples of his hateful head; 
So shall not England’s vine be -perished, 
But Edward’s name survives, though Edward dies. 

Letces. My lord, why waste you thus the time away? 
They stay your answer; will you yield your crown? 

K. Epw. Ah, Leicester, weigh how hardly I can brook 
To lose my crown and kingdom without cause; 
To give ambitious Mortimer my right, 
That like a mountain overwhelms my bliss, 
In which extreme my mind here murdered is. 
But what the heavens appoint, I must obey! 
Here, take my crown; the life of Edward too; 

[Taking off the crown.] 
Two kings in England cannot reign at once. 
But stay awhile, let me be king till night, 
That I may gaze upon this glittering crown; 
So shall my eyes receive their last content, 
My head, the latest honour due to it, 
And jointly both yield up their wished right. 
Continue ever thou celestial sun; 

Let never silent night possess this clime: 
Stand still you watches of the element; 
Ali times and seasons, rest you at a stay, 
That Edward may be still fair England’s king! 
But day’s bright beam doth vanish fast away, 
And needs I must resign my wished crown. 
Inhuman creatures! nurs’d with tiger’s milk! 
HC XLVI (C) 
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Why gape you for your sovereign’s overthrow! 
My diadem I mean, and guiltless life. 
See, monsters, see, I’ll wear my crown again! 

[He puts on the crown.] 
What, fear you not the fury of your king? 
But, hapless Edward, thou art fondly? led; 
They pass* not for thy frowns as late they did, 
But seek to make a new-elected king; 
Which fills my mind with strange despairing thoughts, 
Which thoughts are martyred with endless torments, 
And in this torment comfort find I none, 
But that I feel the crown upon my head; 
And therefore let me wear it yet awhile. 

Trus. My lord, the parliament must have present news, 
And therefore say, will you resign or no? 

The Kine rageth. 
K. Epw. TIl not resign, but whilst I live be king. 

Traitors, be gone and join with Mortimer! 
Elect, conspire, install, do what you will:— 
Their blood and yours shall seal these treacheries! 

B. or WIN. This answer we'll return, and so farewell. 
[Going with TRUSSEL]. 

Letces. Call them again, my lord, and speck them fair; 
For if they go, the prince shall lose his right. 

K. Epw. Call thou them back, I have no power to speak. 
Letces. My lord, the king is willing to resign. 
B. or WIN. If he be not, let him choose. 

K. Epw. O would I might, but heavens and earth conspire 
To make me miserable! Here receive my crown; 
Receive it? No, these innocent hands of mine 
Shall not be guilty of so foul a crime. 
He of you all that most desires my blood, 
And will be called the murderer of a king, 
Take it. What, are you moved? Pity you me? 
Then send for unrelenting Mortimer, 
And Isabel, whose eyes, being turned to steel, 
Will sooner sparkle fire than shed a tear. 
Yet stay, for rather than TIl look on them, 
Here, here! [Gives the crown.] 

*Foolishly. 4 Care. 
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Now, sweet God of Heaven, 
Make me despise this transitory pomp, 
And sit for aye enthronized in Heaven! 
Come, death, and with thy fingers close my eyes, 
Or if I live, let me forget myself. 

B. or Win. My lord— 
K. Epw. Call me not lord; away—out of my sight! 

Ah, pardon me: grief makes me lunatic! 
Let not that Mortimer protect my son; 
More safety is there in a tiger’s jaws, 
Than his embracements. Bear this to the queen, 
Wet with my tears, and dried again with sighs; 

[Gives a handkerchief] 
If with the sight thereof she be not mov’d, 
Return it back and dip it in my blood. 
Commend me to my son, and bid him rule 
Better than I. Yet how have I transgress’d, 

Unless it be with too much clemency? 
Trus. And thus most humbly do we take our leave. 
K. Epw. Farewell; 

[Exeunt the Bishop of WINCHESTER and TRUSSEL.] 
I know the next news that they bring 

Will be my death; and welcome shall it be; 
To wretched men, death is felicity. 

Enter BERKELEY, [who gives a paper to LEICESTER] 

Lerces, Another post! what news brings he? 
K. Epw. Such news as I expect—come, Berkeley, come, 

And tell thy message to my naked breast. 
Berk. My lord, think not a thought so villainous 

Can harbour in a man of noble birth. 
To do your highness service and devoir, 
And save you from your foes, Berkeley would die. 

Letces. My lord, the council of the queen commands 
That I resign my charge. 

K. Epw. And who must keep me now? Must you, 
my lord? 

Berk. Ay, my most gracious lord; so ’tis decreed. 
K. Epw. [taking the paper.) By Mortimer, whose name 

ís written here! 
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Well may I rend his name that rends my heart! [Tears it.] 
This poor revenge has something eas’d my mind. 
So may his limbs be torn, as is this paper! 
Hear me, immortal Jove, and grant it too! 

BERK. Your grace must hence with me to Berkeley 
straight. 

K. Epw. Whither you will; all places are alike, 
And every earth is fit for burial. 

Leices. Favour him, my lord, as much as lieth in you. 
Berk. Even so betide my soul as I use him. 
K. Enw. Mine enemy hath pitied my estate, 

And that’s the cause that I am now remov’d. 
Berk. And thinks your grace that Berkeley will be 

cruel? 
K. Epw. I know not; but of this am I assured, 

That death ends all, and I can die but once. 

Leicester, farewell ! 
Letces. Not yet, my lord; Fli bear you on your way. 

Exeunt. 

[Scene II]? 

Enter QUEEN IsaBELLA and Young MORTIMER 

Y. Mor. Fair Isabel, now have we our desire; 
The proud corrupters of the light-brain’d king 
Have done their homage to the lofty gallows, 
And he himself lies in captivity. 
Be rul’d by me, and we will rule the realm. 
In any case take heed of childish fear, 
For now we hold an old wolf by the ears, 
That, if he slip, will seize upon us both, 
And gripe the sorer, being grip’d himself. 
Think therefore, madam, that imports us much 
To erect your son with all the speed we may, 
And that I be protector over him;

Q. Isas. Alas, poor soul, would I could ease his grief! 
[Enter the Bishop of WINCHESTER with the crown.] 

Thanks, gentle Winchester. [To the Messenger.] Sirrah, 
be gone. [Exit Messenger.] 

B. or Win. The king hath willingly resign’d his crown. 
Q. Isas. O happy news! send for the prince, my son. 
B. oF WIN. Further, or this letter was seal’d, Lord Berke- 

ley came, 
So that he now is gone from Killingworth; 
And we have heard that Edmund laid a plot 
To set his brother free; no more but so. 
The lord of Berkeley is so pitiful 
As Leicester that had charge of him before. 

Q. Isas. Then let some other be his guardian. 
Y. Mor. Let me alone, here is the privy seal. 

[Exit the BisHop of WINCHESTER. | 
Who’s there ?—Call hither Gurney and Matrevis. 

[To Attendants within.] 
To dash the heavy-headed Edmund’s drift, 
Berkeley shall be discharg’d, the king removwd, 
And none but we shall know where he lieth. 

Q. Isas. But, Mortimer, as long as he survives, 

What safety rests for us, or for my son? 
Y. Mor. Speak, shall he presently be despatch’d and die? 
Q. Isas. I would he were, so ’twere not by my means. 
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Enter Matrevis and GURNEY 

Y. Mor. Enough,— 
Matrevis, write a letter presently 
Unto the lord of Berkeley from ourself 
That he resign the king to thee and Gurney; 
And when ’tis done, we will subscribe our name. 

Mat. It shall be done, my lord. — [Writes.] 
Y. Mor. Gurney. 
GUR. My lord. 
Y. Mor. As thou intend’st to rise by Mortimer, 

Who now makes Fortune’s wheel turn as he please, 
Seek all the means thou canst to make him droop, 
And neither give him kind word nor good look. 

Gur. I warrant you, my lord. 
Y. Mor. And this above the rest: because we hear 

That Edmund casts’ to work his liberty, 
Remove him still from place to place by night, 
Till at the last he come to Killingworth, 
And then from thence to Berkeley back again; 
And by the way, to make him fret the more, 
Speak curstly to him, and in any case 
Let no man comfort him; if he chance to weep, 
But amplify his grief with bitter words. 

Mar. Fear not, my lord, we'll do as you command. 
Y. Mor. So now away; post thitherwards amain. 

Q. Isas. Whither goes this letter? To my lord the king? 
Commend mė humbly to his majesty, 
And tell him that I labour all in vain 
To ease his grief, and work his liberty; 
And bear him this as witness of my love. [Gives a ring.] 

Mat. I will, madam. Exit with GURNEY. 

Enter Prince Epwarp, and Kent talking with him 

Y. Mor. Finely dissembled. Do so still, sweet queen. 
Here comes the young prince with the Earl of Kent. 

Q. Isas. Something he whispers in his childish ears. 
Y. Mor. If he have such access unto the prince, 

Our plots and stratagems will soon be dash’d. 

2 Plots. 
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Q. Isas. Use Edmund friendly, as if all were well. 
Y. Mor. How fares my honourable lord of Kent? 
Kent. In health, sweet Mortimer. How fares your grace? 
Q. Isas. Well, if my lord your brother were enlarg’d. 
Kent, I hear of late he hath depos’d himself. 
Q. Isar. The more my grief, 
Y. Mor. And mine. 
KENT. Ah, they do dissemble! [Aside.] 
Q. Isas. Sweet son, come hither, I must talk with thee. 
Y. Mor. You being his uncle, and the next of blood, 

Do look to be protector o’er the prince. 
Kent. Not I, my lord; who should protect the son, 

But she that gave him life? I mean the queen. 
P. Epw. Mother, persuade me not to wear the crown: 

Let him be king—I am too young to reign. 
Q. Isas. But be content, seeing ’tis his highness’ pleasure. 
P. Epw. Let me but see him first, and then I will. 
Kent. Ay, do, sweet nephew. 
Q. Isaz. Brother, you know it is impossible. 
P. Epw. Why, is he dead? 
Q. Isas. No, God forbid! 
Kent. I would those words proceeded from your heart. 
Y. Mor. Ineonstant Edmund, dost thou favour him, 

That wast the cause of his imprisonment? 
Kent. The more cause have I now to make amends. 
Y. Mor. [Aside to Q. Isaz.] I tell thee, ’tis not meet that 

one so false 
Should come about the person of a prince—~ 
My lord, he hath betray’d the king his brother, 
And therefore trust him not. 

P. Epw. But he repents, and sorrows for it now. | 
Q. Isas. Come, son, and go with this gentle lord and me. 
P. Epw. With you I will, but not with Mortimer. 
Y. Mor. Why, youngling, ’sdain’st thou so of Mortimer? 

Then I will carry thee by force away. 
P. Epw. Help, uncle Kent! Mortimer will wrong me. 
Q. Isar. Brother Edmund, strive not; we are his friends; 

Isabel is nearer than the Earl of Kent. 
Kent. Sister, Edward is my charge, redeem him. 
Q. Isas. Edward is my son, and I will keep him.

Kent. Where is the court but here? Here is the king;

Mar. The court is where Lord Mortimer remains;

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Thither shall your honour go; and so farewell. 
Exeunt Matrevis and GURNEY, with Kinc EDWARD. 

Kent. O miserable is that commonweal, 
Where lords keep courts, and kings are locked in prison! 

Sot. Wherefore stay we? On, sirs, to the court! 
Kent. Ay, lead me whither you will, even to my death, 

Seeing that my brother cannot be releas’d. Exeunt. 

[Scene IV] 

Enter Young MORTIMER 

Y. Mor. The king must die, or Mortimer goes down; 
The commons now begin to pity him. 
Yet he that is the cause of Edward’s death, 
Is sure to pay for it when his son’s of age; 
And therefore will I do it cunningly. 
This letter, written by a friend of ours, 
Contains his death, yet bids them save his life. [Reads.] 
“Edwardum occidere nolite timere, bonum est 
Fear not to kill the king, ’tis good he die.” 
But read it thus, and that’s another sense: 
“Edwardum occidere nolite, timere bonum est 

Kill not the king, ’tis good to fear the worst.”

1The royal palace, 2 Planned. 
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Y. Mor. But at his looks, Lightborn, thou wilt relent. 
Licut. Relent! ha, ha! I use much to relent. 
Y. Mor. Well, do it bravely, and be secret, 
Licut. You shall not need to give instructions; 

*Tis not the first time I have kill’d a man, 
I learn’d in Naples how to poison flowers; 
To strangle with a lawn thrust through the throat; 
To pierce the windpipe with a needle’s point; 
Or whilst one is asleep, to take a quill 
And blow a little powder in his ears; 
Or open his mouth and pour quicksilver down. 
And yet I have a braver way than these. 

Y. Mor. What’s that? 
Licut. Nay, you shall pardon me; none shall know my 

tricks. 
Y. Mor. I care not how it is, so it be not spied. 

Deliver this to Gurney and Matrevis. [Gives letter.] 
At every ten mile end thou hast a horse. 
Take this; [Gives money] away! and never see me more, 

Licut. No! 
Y. Mor, No; 

Unless thou bring me news of Edward’s death, 
Licut. That will I quickly do. Farewell, my lord. 

[Exit.] 
Y. Mor. The prince I rule, the queen do I command, 

And with a lowly congé to the ground, 
The proudest lords salute me as I pass; 
I seal, I cancel, I do what I will. 
Fear’d am I more than lov’d;—let me be fear’d, 
And when I frown, make all the court look pale, 
I view the prince with Aristarchus’ eyes, 
Whose looks were as a breeching to a boy, 
They thrust upon me the protectorship, 
And sue to me for that that I desire. 
While at the council-table, grave enough,

Y. Mor. What traitor have we there with blades and bills? 
Sot. Edmund, the Earl of Kent. 

K. Epw. THIRD. What hath he done? 
Sor. ’A would have taken the king away perforce, 

As we were bringing him to Killingworth. 
Y. Mor. Did you attempt this rescue, Edmund? Speak. 
Kent. Mortimer, I did; he is our king, 

And thou compell’st this prince to wear the crown. 
Y. Mor. Strike off his head! he shall have martial law. 
Kent. Strike off my head! Base traitor, I defy thee! 
K. Epw. Tuir. My lord, he is my uncle, and shall live. 
Y. Mor. My lord, he is your enemy, and shall die.

This villain’s sent to make away the king. [Aside.] 

Gur. I thought as much. [Aside.] 
Mat. And when the murder’s done, 

See how he must be handled for his labour. 
Pereat iste? Let him have the king. [Aside.] 
What else? Here is the key, this is the lake, 
Do as you are commanded by my lord. 

Licut. I know what I must do. Get you away. 
Yet be not far off, I shall need your help;

K. Epw. [waking]. O let me not die yet! O stay a while! 
Licut. How now, my lord? 
K. Epw. Something still buzzeth in mine ears,

This fear is that which makes me tremble thus. 
And therefore tell me, wherefore art thou come? 

Licut. To rid thee of thy life—Matrevis, come! 

Enter Matrevis and GURNEY 

K. Epw. I am too weak and feeble to resist :— 
Assist me, sweet God, and receive my soul! 

Licut. Run for the table. 
K. Epw. O spare me, or despatch me in a trice. 

[Matrevis brings in a table.] 
Licut. So, lay the table down, and stamp on it, 

But not too hard, lest that you bruise his body. 
[Kine Epwarp is murdered.] 
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Mar. I fear me that this cry will raise the town, 
And therefore, let us take horse and away. 
Lieut. Tell me, sirs, was it not bravely done? 
Gur. Excellent well: take this for thy reward. 

GURNEY stabs LIGHTBORN [who dies.] 
Come, let us cast the body-in the moat, 
And bear the king’s to Mortimer our lord: 
Away! Exeunt [with the bodies.]}

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INTRODUCTORY NOTE 

Tue tragedy of “Hamlet,’ the most renowned of English 

dramas, is based on a legend found in the “History of the- 
Danes,’ written by Saxo Grammaticus about 1200. It came to 

England through the French, and was already on the stage in a 

version now lost, before Shakespeare took it up. The earliest 

edition of our play was printed in a corrupt form in 1603, and 

was written at least as early as 1602. A more correct edition 

appeared in 1604, and further alterations appeared in the version 

printed in the first collected edition of Shakespeare’s plays in 

1623. The author seems to have worked over and revised this 

tragedy more than any other of his dramas. 

The main situation of the tragedy goes back to the prose tale. 

There we have a king murdered by his brother, who had pre- 

viously seduced and has now married the queen; and the son 

of the king, aiming at revenge, finally achieving it, and using the 

device of pretended madness to protect himself in the meantime. 

The prototype of Polonius is killed while eavesdropping, but his 

character bears little resemblance to Shakespeares Lord Cham- 

berlain; Ophelia and Horatio are merely hinted at; while Laertes, 

Fortinbras, and several of the minor characters, such as the 

grave-diggers and Osric, are altogether absent. The original 

Hamiet goes to England without interruption from pirates, wit- 

nesses the death of his two companions, returns and kills not 

only the king, but all his courtiers, goes to England again and 

marries two wives, one of whom betrays him to his death. 

Other elements of the tragedy that are probably not due to 

Shakespeare’s invention have been gathered from a study of con- 

temporary “tragedies of revenge.” How many of such additions 

were made by Shakespeare, how many by the author of the lost 

play, cannot be decided. But for those things which have raised 

“Hamlet” to its preeminent position in the history of literature, 

—the magnificence of the poetry, the amazing truth and subtlety 

of the psychology, and the intensity of the tragic emotion, it is 

not hard to assign the credit.

Was sick almost to doomsday with eclipse. 
And even the like prectirse of fierce events, 
As harbingers” preceding still the fates 
And prologue to the omen coming on, 
Have heaven and earth together demonstrated 
Unto our climatures” and countrymen. ] 

Re-enter Ghost 

But soft, behold! Lo, where it comes again! 
Pll cross it, though it blast me. Stay, illusion! 
If thou hast any sound, or use of voice, 
Speak to me; 
If there be any good thing to be done 
That may to thee do ease and grace to me, 
Speak to me; 
If thou art privy to thy country’s fate, 
Which, happily, foreknowing may avoid, 
O speak! 
Or if thou hast uphoarded in thy life 
Extorted treasure in the womb of earth, 
For which, they say, you spirits oft walk in death, 
Speak of it; stay, and speak! (Cock crows.) 
Stop it, Marcellus. 

Mar. Shall I strike at it with my partisan? 
Hor. Do, if it will not stand. 

12 Turmoil. 1 Agree. 14 Fore-runners. 16 Regions. 16 Halberd. 
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BER. ’T is here! 

Hor. ’T is here! 
Mak. ’T is gone! Exit GĦOST. 

We do it wrong, being so majestical, 
To offer it the show of violence; 
For it is, as the air, invulnerable, 
And our vain blows malicious mockery. 

Ber. It was about to speak, when the cock crew. 
Hor. And then it started like a guilty thing 

Upon a fearful summons. I have heard, 
The cock, that is the trumpet to the morn, 
Doth with his lofty and shrill-sounding throat 
Awake the god of day; and, at his warning, 
Whether in sea or fire, in earth or air, 
The extravagant” and erring” spirit hies 
To his confine; and of the truth herein 
This present object made probation. 

Mar. It faded on the crowing of the cock. 
Some say that ever ’gainst that season comes 
Wherein our Saviour’s birth is celebrated, 
The bird of dawning singeth all night long; 
And then, they say, no spirit can walk abroad; 
The nights are wholesome; then no planets strike,” 
No fairy takes,” nor witch hath power to charm, 
So hallow’d and so gracious is the time. 

Hor. -So have I heard and do in part believe it. 
But, look, the morn, in russet mantle clad, 
Walks o’er the dew of yon high eastern hill. 
Break we our watch up; and, by my advice, 
Let us impart what we have seen to-night 
Unto young Hamlet; for, upon my life, 
This spirit, dumb to us, will speak to him. 
Do you consent we shall acquaint him with it, 
As needful in our loves, fitting our duty? 

Mak. Let’s do °t, I pray; and I this morning know 
Where we shall find him most conveniently. Exeunt 
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Scene II. [A room of state in the castle] 

Flourish. Enter the Kinc, Queen, HAMLET, POLONIUS, 
LAERTES, OPHELIA, Lords, and Attendants 

Kine. Though yet of Hamlet our dear brother’s death 
The memory be green, and that it us befitted 
To bear our hearts in grief, and our whole kingdom 
To be contracted in one brow of woe, 
Yet so far hath discretion fought with nature 
That we with wisest sorrow think on him 
Together with remembrance of ourselves. 
Therefore our sometime sister, now our queen, 
The imperial jointress of this warlike state, 
Have we, as °t were with a defeated’ joy,— 

With one auspicious and one dropping eye, 
With mirth in funeral and with dirge in marriage, 
In equal scale weighing delight and dole,— 
Taken to wife; nor have we herein barr’d 

Your better wisdoms, which have freely gone 
With this affair along. For all, our thanks, 
Now follows that you know: young Fortinbras, 
Holding a weak supposal of our worth, 
Or thinking by our late dear brother’s death 
Our state to be disjoint and out of frame, 
Colleagued with the dream of his advantage, 
He hath not fail’d to pester us with message 
Importing the surrender of those lands 
Lost by his father, with all bonds of law, 

To our most valiant brother. So much for him. 

Enter VOLTIMAND and CORNELIUS 

Now for ourself and for this time of meeting, 
Thus much the business is: we have here writ 
To Norway, uncle of young Fortinbras,— 
Who, impotent and bed-rid, scarcely hears 
Of this his nephew’s purpose,—to suppress 
His further gait? herein, in that the levies, 
The lists and full proportions, are all made

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Out of his subject ;* and we here dispatch 
You, good Cornelius, and you, Voltimand, 
For bearing of this greeting to old Norway; 
Giving to you no further personal power 
To business with the king, more than the scope

Farewell, and let your haste commend your duty. 

A z In that and all things will we show our duty. 

Kınc. We doubt it nothing; heartily farewell. 
Exeunt VOLTIMAND and CORNELIUS. 

And now, Laertes, what ’s the news with you? 
You told us of some suit; what is *t, Laertes? 
You cannot speak of reason to the Dane, 
And lose your voice. What wouldst thou beg, Laertes, 
That shall not be my offer, not thy asking? 
The head is not more native to the heart, 
The hand more instrumental to the mouth, 
Than is the throne of Denmark to thy father. 
What wouldst thou have, Laertes? 

LAER. Dread my lord, 
Your leave and favour to return to France; 
From whence though willingly I came to Denmark 
To show my duty in your coronation, 
Yet now, I must confess, that duty done, 
My thoughts and wishes bend again towards France 
And bow them to your gracious leave and pardon. 

Kine. Have you your father’s leave? What says Polonius? 
Pot. He hath, my lord, [wrung from me my slow leave 

By laboursome petition, and at last 
Upon his will I seal’d my hard consent.] 
I do beseech you, give him leave to go. 

Kine. Take thy fair hour, Laertes. Time be thine, 
And thy best graces spend it at thy will! 
But now, my cousin Hamlet, and my son— 
Ham. [Aside.] A little more than kin, and less than kind, 
Kina. How is it that the clouds still hang on you? 
Ham. Not so, my lord; I am too much 7’ the sun, 
Queen. Good Hamlet, cast thy nighted colour off, 
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And let thine eye look like a friend on Denmark. 
Do not for ever with thy vailed® lids 
Seek for thy noble father in the dust. 
Thou know’st ’t is common; all that lives must die, 
Passing through nature to eternity. 

Ham. Ay, madam, it is common. 
QUEEN. If it be, 

Why seems it so particular with thee? 
Ham, Seems, madam! Nay, it is; I know not “ seems.” 

°T is not alone my inky cloak, good mother, 
Nor customary suits of solemn black, 
Nor windy suspiration of fore’d breath, 
No, nor the fruitful river in the eye, 

Nor the dejected haviour*® of the visage, 
Together with all forms, moods, shows of grief, 
That can denote me truly. These indeed seem, 
For they are actions that a man might play; 
But I have that within which passeth show, 
These but the trappings and the suits of woe. 

Kine. ’T is sweet and commendable in your nature, Hamlet, 
To give these mourning duties to your father. 
But, you must know, your father lost a father; 
That father lost, lost his; and the survivor bound 
In filial obligation for some term 
To do obsequious sorrow. But to persever 
In obstinate condolement is a course 
Of impious stubbornness; ’t is unmanly grief; 
It shows a will most incorrect to heaven, 
A heart unfortified, a mind impatient, 
An understanding simple and unschool’d; 
For what we know must be, and is as common 
As any the most vulgar thing to sense, 
Why should we in our peevish opposition 
Take it to heart? Fie! ’t is a fault to heaven, 
A fault against the dead, a fault to nature, 
To reason most absurd, whose common theme 
Is death of fathers, and who still hath cried, 
From the first corse till he that died to-day, 
“This must be so.” We pray you, throw to earth 
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This unprevailing woe, and think of us 
As of a father; for, let the world take note, 
You are the most immediate to our throne, 
And with no less nobility of love 
Than that which dearest father bears his son, 
Do I impart towards you. For your intent 
In going back to school in Wittenberg, 
It is most retrograde’ to our desire; 
And we beseech you, bend you to remain 
Here in the cheer and comfort of our eye, 
Our chiefest courtier, cousin, and our son. 

Queen. Let not thy mother lose her prayers, Hamlet, 
I prithee, stay with us; go not to Wittenberg. 

Ham. I shall in all my best obey you, madam. , 
Kine. Why, ’t is a loving and a fair reply. 

Be as ourself in Denmark. Madam, come; 
This gentle and unfore’d accord of Hamlet 
Sits smiling to my heart; in grace whereof, 
No jocund health that Denmark drinks to-day, 
But the great cannon to the clouds shall tell, 
And the King’s rouse? the heavens shall bruit’ again, 
Re-speaking earthly thunder. Come away. 

Flourish, Exeunt all but HAMLET. 
Ham. O, that this too too solid flesh would melt, 

Thaw, and resolve itself into a dew! 
Or that the Everlasting had not fix’d 
His canon ’gainst self-slaughter! O God! God! 
How weary, stale, flat, and unprofitable, 
Seems to me all the uses of this world! 
Fie on’ t! oh fie, fe! °T is an unweeded garden, 
That grows to seed; things rank and gross in nature 
Possess it merely.” That it should come to this! 
But two months dead! Nay, not so much, not two. 
So excellent a king; that was, to this, 
Hyperion to a satyr; so loving to my mother 
That he might not beteem™ the winds of heaven 
Visit her face too roughly. Heaven and earth! 
Must I remember? Why, she would hang on him, 
As if increase of appetite had grown 
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By what it fed on; and yet, within a month,— 
Let me not think on ’t !—Frailty, thy name is woman !— 
A little month, or e’er those shoes were old 
With which she followed my poor father’s body, 
Like Niobe, all tears—why she, even she— 

O God! a beast, that wants discourse of reason,” 
Would have mourn’d longer—married with mine uncle, 
My father’s brother, but no more like my father 
Than I to Hercules; within a month, 
Ere yet the salt of most unrighteous tears 
Had left the flushing” of her galled eyes, 
She married. O, most wicked speed, to post 
With such dexterity to incestuous sheets ! 
It is not, nor it cannot come to good.— 
But break my heart, for I must hold my tongue. 

Enter Horatio, MARCELLUS, and BERNARDO 

Hor. Hail to your lordship! 
Ham, I am glad to see you well, 

Horatio !—or I do forget myself. 
Hor. The same, my lord, and your poor servant ever.

Ham. Sir, my good friend; I'll change that name with you. 
And what make you from Wittenberg, Horatio? 
Marcellus? 

Mar. My good lord! 
Ham. I am very glad to see you. [To Bsr] Good 

even, sir.— 
But what, in faith, make you from Wittenberg? 

Hor. A truant disposition, good my lord. 
Ham. I would not hear your enemy say so, 

Nor shall you do mine ear that violence, 
To make it truster of your own report 
Against yourself. I know you are no truant. 
But what is your affair in Elsinore? 
We'll teach you to drink deep ere you depart. 

Hor. My lord, I came to see your father’s funeral. 
Ham. I pray thee, do not mock me, fellow-student. 

I think it was to see my mother’s wedding. 
Hor. Indeed, my lord, it followed hard upon. 
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Ham. Thrift, thrift, Horatio! The funeral bak’d-meats 
Did coldly furnish forth the marriage tables. 
Would I had met my dearest foe in heaven 
Ere I had ever seen that day, Horatio! 
My father !—methinks I see my father. 

Hor. Oh, where, my lord? 
Ham. In my mind’s eye, Horatio. 
Hor. I saw him once; he was a goodly king. 
Ham. He was a man, take him for all in all, 

I shall not look upon his like again. 
Hor. My lord, I think I saw him yesternight. 
Ham. Saw? Who? 
Hor. My lord, the King your father. 
‘Ham. The King my father! 
Hor. Season your admiration™ for a while 

With an attent ear, till I may deliver, 
Upon the witness of these gentlemen, 
This marvel to you. 
Ham. For God’s love, let me hear. 
Hor. Two nights together had these gentlemen, 

Marcellus and Bernardo, on their watch, 

In the dead waste and middle of the night, 
Been thus encount’red. A figure like your father, 
Arm’d at all points exactly, cap-a-pie, 
Appears before them, and with solemn march 
Goes slow and stately by them. Thrice he walk’d 
By their oppress’d and fear-surprised eyes, 
Within his truncheon’s length; whilst they, distill’d* 
Almost to jelly with the act of fear, 
Stand dumb and speak not to him. This to me 
In dreadful secrecy impart they did, 

And I with them the third night kept the watch; 
Where, as they had deliver’d, both in time, 
Form of the thing, each word made true and good, 
The apparition comes. I knew your father; 
These hands are not more like. 
Ham. But where was this? 
Mar. My lord, upon the platform where we watch’d, 
Ham. Did you not speak to it? 
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Hor. My lord, I did; 
But answer made it none. Yet once methought 
It lifted up it” head and did address 
Itself to motion, like as it would speak; 
But even then the morning cock crew loud, 
And at the sound it shrunk in haste away, 
And vanish’d from our sight. 
Ham. °T is very strange. 
Hor. As I do live, my honour’d lord, ’t is true, 

And we did think it writ down in our duty 
To let you know of it. 
Ham. Indeed, indeed, sirs. But this troubles me. 

Hold you the watch to-night? 
Mar. 
PER. We do, my lord. 

Ham. Arm’d, say you? 
Mar. ; 
Ben: Arm’d, my lord. 

Ham. From top to toe? 

Mar. My lord, from head to foot. 
Brr. y : p 
Ham. Then saw you not his face? 
Hor. O, yes, my lord; he wore his beaver up. 
Ham. What, look’d he frowningly? 
Hor. A countenance more 

In sorrow than in anger. 
Ham. Pale, or red? 

Hor. Nay, very pale. 
Ham. And fix’d his eyes upon you? 
Hor. Most constantly. 
Ham. I would I had been there, 
Hor. It would have much amaz’d you. 
Ham. Very like, very like. Stay’d it long? 
Hor. While one with moderate haste might tell a hundred, 
Mar. 
BER. 
Hor. Not when I saw ’t. 
Ham. His beard was grizzly? No? 
Hor. It was, as I have seen it in his life, 
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A sable silver’d. 
Ham. I will watch to-night; 

Perchance ’t will walk again. 
Hor. I warrant you it will. 
Ham. If it assume my noble father’s person, 

I'll speak to it, though hell itself should gape 
And bid me hold my peace. I pray you all, 
If you have hitherto conceal’d this sight, 
Let it be tenable” in your silence still; 
And whatsoever else shall hap to-night, 
Give it an understanding, but no tongue. 
I will requite your loves. So, fare ye well. 
Upon the platform ’twixt eleven and twelve, 
I’ll visit you. 

ALL. Our duty to your honour. 
Ham. Your love, as mine to you; farewell. 

Exeunt [all but Hamert]. 
My father’s spirit in arms! All is not well; 
I doubt some foul play. Would the night were come! 
Till then sit still, my soul. Foul deeds will rise, 
Though all the earth o’erwhelm them, to men’s eyes. Exit. 

Scene III. [A room in Polonius’s house] 

Enter LAERTES and OPHELIA 

Larr. My necessaries are embark’d, farewell; 
And, sister, as the winds give benefit 

And convoy is assistant, do not sleep, 
But let me hear from you. 

OpH. Do you doubt that? 
Larr. For Hamlet and the trifling of his favours, 

Hold it a fashion and a toy in blood, 
A violet in the youth of primy* nature, 
Forward, not permanent, sweet, not lasting, 
The [perfume and] suppliance® of a minute; 
No more. 

OpH. No more but so? 
LAER. Think it no more: 

” Held. 
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For nature crescent does not grow alone 
In thews* and bulk, but, as this temple waxes, 
The inward service of the mind and soul 
Grows wide withal. Perhaps he loves you now, 
And now no soil nor cautel* doth besmirch 
The virtue of his will; but you must fear, 
His greatness weigh’d, his will is not his own; 
For he himself is subject to his birth. 
He may not, as unvalued persons do, 
Carve for himself, for on his choice depends 
The sanity and health of the whole state; 
And therefore must his choice be circumscrib’d 
Unto the voice and yielding" of that body 
Whereof he is the head. Then, if he says he loves you, 
It fits your wisdom so far to believe it 
As he in his particular act and place 
May give his saying deed; which is no further 
Than the main voice of Denmark goes withal. 
Then weigh what loss your honour may sustain 
If with too credent ear you list his songs, 
Or lose your heart, or your chaste treasure open 
To his unmast’red importunity. 
Fear it, Ophelia, fear it, my dear sister, 
And keep you in the rear of your affection, 
Out of the shot and danger of desire. 
The chariest maid is prodigal enough, 
If she unmask her beauty to the moon. 
Virtue itself scapes not calumnious strokes. 
The canker’ galls the infants of the spring 
Too oft before the buttons? be disclos’d, 
And in the morn and liquid dew of youth 
Contagious blastments are most imminent. 
Be wary then, best safety lies in fear; 
Youth to itself rebels, though none else near. 

Oru. I shall the effect of this good lesson keep, 

As watchman to my heart. But, good my brother, 
Do not, as some ungracious pastors do, 
Show me the steep and thorny way to heaven, 
Whilst, like a puff’d and reckless libertine, 
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Himself the primrose path of dalliance treads, 
And recks not his own rede.” 

LAER. O, fear me not. 

Enter PoLonius 

I stay too long: but here my father comes. 
A double blessing is a double grace; 
Occasion smiles upon a second leave. 

Por. Yet here, Laertes? Aboard, aboard, for shame! 
The wind sits in the shoulder of your sail, 
And you are stay’d for. There; my blessing with you! 
And these few precepts in thy memory 
See thou character. Give thy thoughts no tongue, 
Nor any unproportion’d thought his act. 
Be thou familiar, but by no means vulgar. 
The friends thou hast, and their adoption tried, 
Grapple them to thy soul with hoops of steel; 
But do not dull thy palm with entertainment 
Of each new-hatch’d, unfledg’d comrade. Beware 
Of entrance to a quarrel; but being in, 
Bear ’t that the opposed may beware of thee. 
Give every man thine ear, but few thy voice; 
Take each man’s censure,” but reserve thy judgement. 
Costly thy habit as thy purse can buy, 
But not express’d in fancy; rich, not gaudy; 
For the apparel oft proclaims the man, 
And they in France of the best rank and station 
Are most select and generous in that. 
Neither a borrower nor a lender be; 

For loan oft loses both itself and friend, 
And borrowing dulls the edge of husbandry.* 
This above all: to thine own self be true, 
And it must follow, as the night the day, 
Thou canst not then be false to any man. 
Farewell; my blessing season this in thee! 

Larr. Most humbly do I take my leave, my lord. 
Pot. The time invites you; go, your servants tend, 
Larr. Farewell, Ophelia, and remember well 

What I have said to you. 
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Oru. °T is in my metoty lock’d, 
And you yourself shall keep the key of it. 

Laer. Farewell. Exit. 
Por. What is ’t, Ophelia, he hath said to you? 
Opn. So please you, something touching the Lord Hamlet. 
Pot. Marry, well bethought. 

*T is told me, he hath very oft of late 
Given private time to you, and you yourself 
Have of your atidience been most free and bounteous. 
If it be so—as so ’t is put on me, 
And that in way of caution—I must tell you, 
You do not understand yourself so clearly 
As it behoves my daughter and your honour. 
What is between you? Give me up the truth. 

Orn. He hath, my lord, of late made many tenders” 
Of his affection to me. 

Pot. Affection! pooh! You speak like a green girl, 
Unsifted in such perilous circumstance. 
Do you bélieve his tenders, as-you call them? 

Oru. I do tot know, my lord, what I should think. 
Pot. Marry, I’ll teach you: think yourself 4 baby 

That you have ta’en his tenders for true pay, 
Which are tiot sterling. Tetider yourself more dearly, 
Or—not to crack the wind of the poor phrase, 
Running it this—you ‘ll tender me a fool. 

Oru. My lord, he hath importun’d me with love 
In honourable fashion. 

Pot. Ay, fashion you may call it. Go to, go to. 
OPH. And hath given countenance to his speech, my lord 

With almost all the holy vows of heaven. 
Pot. Ay, springes” to catch woodcocks. I do know, 

When the blood burns, how prodigal the soul 
Lends the tongue vows. These blazes, daughter, 
Giving more light than heat, extinct in both 
Even in their promise, as it is a-making, 
You must not take for fire. From this time, daughter, 
Be somewhat scantet of your maiden presence. 
Set your entreatments“ at a higher rate 
Than a command to parley. For Lord Hamlet, 
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Believe so much in him, that he is young, 
And with a larger tether may he walk 
Than may be given you. In few, Ophelia, 
Do not believe his vows; for they are brokers, 
Not of that dye which their investments” show, 
But mere implorators” of unholy suits, 
Breathing like sanctified and pious bawds, 
The better to beguile. This is for all: 
I would not, in plain terms, from this time forth, 
Have you so slander any moment leisure 
As to give words or talk with the Lord Hamlet. 
Look to ’t, I charge you. Come your ways. 

Orus. I shall obey, my lord. Exeunt. 

[Scene IV. The platform] 

Enter Hamer, Horatio, and MARCELLUS 

Ham. The air bites shrewdly; it is very cold. 
Hor. It is a nipping and an eager air. 
Ham. What hour now? 
Hor. I think it lacks of twelve. 
Mar. No, it is struck. 

Hor. Indeed? I heard it not. Then it draws near the 
season 

Wherein the spirit held his wont to walk. 
A flourish of trumpets, and two pieces go off [within]. 

What does this mean, my lord? 
Ham. The King doth wake to-night and takes his rouse, 

Keeps wassail, and the swaggering up-spring* reels; 
And, as he drains his draughts of Rhenish down, 

The kettle-drum and trumpet thus bray out 
The triumph of his pledge. 

Hor. Is it a custom? 
Ham. Ay, marry, is ’t, 

But to my mind, though I am native here 
And to the manner born, it is a custom 
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More honour’d in the breach than the observance. 
[This heavy-headed revel east and west 
Makes us traduc’d and tax’d’ of other nations. 
They clepe us drunkards, and with swinish phrase 
Soil our addition ;* and indeed it takes 
From our achievements, though perform’d at height, 
The pith and marrow of our attribute. 
So, oft it chances in particular men, 
That for some vicious mole of nature in them, 
As, in their birth—wherein they are not guilty, 
Since nature cannot choose his origin— 
By their o’ergrowth of some complexion*® 
Oft breaking down the pales and forts of reason, 
Or by some habit that too much o’er-leavens 
The form of plausive’ manners, that these men, 
Carrying, I say, the stamp of one defect, 
Being nature’s livery, or fortune’s star, — 
His virtues else—be they as pure as grace, 
As infinite as man may undergo— 
Shall in the general censure’ take corruption 
From that particular fault. The dram of eale” 
Doth all the noble substance often dout” 
To his own scandal.] 

Enter Ghost 

Hor. Look, my lord, it comes! 
Ham. Angels and ministers of grace defend us! 

Be thou a spirit of health or goblin damn’d, 
Bring with thee airs from heaven or blasts from hell, 
Be thy intents wicked or charitable, 
Thou com’st in such a questionable” shape 
That I will speak to thee. I'll call thee Hamlet, 
King, father; royal Dane, O, answer me! 
Let me not burst in ignorance, but tell 
Why thy canoniz’d bones, hearsed in death, 
Have burst their cerements ;* why the sepulchre, 
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Wherein we saw thee quietly inurn’d, 
Hath op’d his ponderous and marble jaws, 
To cast thee up again. What may this mean, 
That thou, dead corse, again in complete steel 
Revisits thus the glimpses of the moon, 
Making night hideous, and we fools of nature 
So horridly to shake our disposition 
With thoughts beyond the reaches of our souls? 
Say, why is this? Wherefore? What should we do? 

Guost beckons HAMLET. 
Hor. It beckons you to go away with it, 

As if it some impartment did desire 
_ To you alone, 

Mar. Look, with what courteous action 
It wafts you to a more removed ground, 
But do not go with it, 
Hor. No, by nọ means. 
Ham. It will not speak; then will I follow it, 
Hor. Do not, my lord. 
Ham. Why, what should be the fear? 

I do not set my life at a pin’s fee, 
And for my soul, what can it do to that, 
Being a thing immortal as itself? 
It waves me forth again. Til fotlow it. 

Hor. What if it tempt you toward the flood, my lord, 
Or to the dreadful summit of the cliff 
That beétles o’er his base into the sea, 
And there assume some other horrible form, 
Which might deprive your sovereignty of reason 
And draw you into madness? Think of it, 
[The very place puts toys of desperation, 
Without more motive, into every brain 
That looks so many fathoms to the sea 
And hears it roar beneath.] 
Ham. It wafts me still, 

Go on, I ’Il follow thee, 
Mar. You shall not go, my lord, 
Ham. Hold off your hand. 
Hor. Be rul’d; you shall not go, 
Ham. My fate cries out, 
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And makes each petty artery in this body 
As hardy as the Nemean lion’s nerve. 
Still am I call’d. Unhand me, gentlemen.

Pot. I mean, the matter you read, my lord. 
Ham. Slanders, sir; for the satirical slave says here that 

old men have grey beards, that their faces are wrinkled, their 
eyes purging thick amber or plum-tree gum, and that they 
have a plentiful lack of wit, together with weak hams; all 
which, sir, though I most powerfully and potently believe, 
yet I hold it not honesty to have it thus set down; for you 
yourself, sir, should be old as I am, if like a crab you 
could go backward. 

Por. [Aside.] Though this be madness, yet there is method 
in ’t—Will you walk out of the air, my lord? 
Ham. Into my grave? 
Pot. Indeed, that is out o’ the air. [Aside.] How preg- 

nant sometimes his replies are! a happiness that often 
madness hits on, which reason and sanity could not so 
prosperously be deliver’d of. I will leave him, and suddenly 
contrive the means of meeting between him and my daugh- 
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ter—My honourable lord, I will most humbly take my leave 
of you. 

Ham. You cannot, sir, take from me anything that I will 
more willingly part withal,—[ Aside] except my life, my life. 

Por. Fare you well, my lord. 
Ham. These tedious old fools! 

Enter RosENCRANTZ and GUILDENSTERN 

Pot. You go to seek my Lord Hamlet? There he is. 
Ros. [To Potontus.] God save you, sir! [Exit Potontus.] 
Guit. Mine honour’d lord! 
Ros. My most dear lord! 
Ham. My excellent good friends! How dost thou, Guil- 

denstern? Oh, Rosencrantz! Good lads, how do ye both? 
Ros. As the indifferent children of the earth. 
Gui. Happy, in that we are not over-happy. 

On Fortune’s cap we are not the very button. 
Ham. Nor the soles of her shoe? 
Ros. Neither, my lord. 
Ham. Then you live about her waist, or in the middle of 

her favour? 
Gui. Faith, her privates we. 
Ham. In the secret parts of Fortune? Oh, most true; 

she is a strumpet. What’s the news? 
Ros. None, my lord, but that the world’s grown honest. 
Ham. Then is doomsday near. But your news is not true. 

Let me question more in particular. What have you, my 
good friends, deserved at the hands of Fortune, that she 
sends you to prison hither? 

Guit. Prison, my lord? 
Ham. Denmark ’s a prison. 
Ros. Then is the world one. 
Ham. A goodly one, in which there are many confines, 

wards, and dungeons, Denmark being one o’ the worst. 
Ros. We think not so, my lord. 
Ham. Why, then, ’t is none to you; for there is nothing 

either good or bad, but thinking makes it so. To me it is 

a prison. 
Ros. Why, then, your ambition makes it one. ’T is too 

narrow for your mind. 
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Ham. O God, I could be bounded in a nutshell and count 
myself a king of infinite space, were it not that I have bad 
dreams. 

Gut. Which dreams indeed are ambition, for the very 
substance of the ambitious is merely the shadow of a dream. 
Ham. A dream itself is but a shadow. 
Ros, Truly, and I hold ambition of so airy and light a 

quality that it is but a shadow’s shadow. 
Ham. Then are our beggars bodies, and our monarchs 

and outstretch’d heroes the beggars’ shadows. Shall we to 
the court? for, by my fay, I cannot reason. 

ae i We ’ll wait upon you. 

Ham. No such matter. I will not sort you with the rest 
of my servants, for, to speak to you like an honest man, I 
am most dreadfully attended. But in the beaten way of 
friendship, what make you at Elsinore? 

Ros. To visit you, my lord; no other occasion. 
Ham, Beggar that I am, I am even poor in thanks, but 

I thank you; and sure, dear friends, my thanks are too 
dear a halfpenny. Were you not sent for? Is it your own 
inclining? Is it a free visitation? Come, deal justly with 
me. Come, come. Nay, speak. 

Gurr. What should we say, my lord? 
Ham. Why, anything, but to the purpose. You were sent 

for; and there is a kind of confession in your looks which 
your modesties have not craft enough to colour. I know the 
good king and queen have sent for you. 

Ros. To what end, my lord? 

Ham. That you must teach me. But let me conjure you, 
by the rights of our fellowship, by the consonancy of our 
youth, by the obligation of our ever-preserved love, and by 
what more dear a better proposer could charge you withal, 
be even and direct with me, whether you were sent for 
or no! 

Ros. [Aside to Guit.] What say you? 
Ham, [Aside.] Nay, then, I have an eye of you—If you 

love me, hold not off. 
Guit. My lord, we were sent for. 
Ham, I will tell you why; so shall my anticipation pre- 
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vent’ your discovery,” and your secrecy to the King and 
Queen moult no feather. I have of late—but wherefore I 
know not—lost all my mirth, foregone all custom of exercise; 
and indeed it goes so heavily with my disposition that this 
goodly frame, the earth, seems to me a sterile promontory, 
this most excellent canopy, the air, look you, this brave o’er- 
hanging firmament, this majestical roof fretted* with golden 
fire, why, it appears no other thing to me than a foul and 
pestilent congregation of vapours. What a piece of work is 
a man! How noble in reason! How infinite in faculty! 
In form and moving how express” and admirable! In action 
how like an angel! In apprehension how like a god! The 
beauty of the world! The paragon of animals! And yet, to 
me, what is this quintessence of dust? Man delights not 
me,—no, nor woman neither, though by your smiling you 
seem to say so. 

Ros. My lord, there was no such stuff in my thoughts. 
Ham. Why did you laugh then, when I said, “ Man de- 

lights not me”? 
Ros. To think, my lord, if you delight not in man, what 

lenten-entertainment the players shall receive from you. We 
coted™ them on the way, and hither are they coming to offer 
you service. 

Ham. He that plays the king shall be welcome; his ma- 
jesty* shall have tribute of me; the adventurous knight 
shall use his foil and target; the lover“ shall not sigh 
gratis; the humorous man™ shall end his part in peace; 
the clown shall make those laugh whose lungs are tickle 
o’ the sere", and the lady shall say her mind freely, or the 
blank verse shall halt for ’t. What players are they? 

Ros. Even those you were wont to take delight in, the 
tragedians of the city. 

Ham. How chances it they travel? Their residence, both 
in reputation and profit, was better both ways. 

Ros. I think their inhibition” comes by the means of the 
late innovation.”

cession ?* 

Ros. Faith, there has been much to do on both sides, and 
the nation holds it no sin to tarre them to controversy. 
There was for a while no money bid for argument unless the 
poet and the player went to cuffs in the question. 

Ham. Is ’t possible? 
Gui. O, there has been much throwing about of brains, 
Ham. Do the boys carry it away?” 
Ros. Ay, that they do, my lord; Hercules and his load too.” 
Ham, It is not strange; for mine uncle is King of Den- 

mark, and those that would make mows at him while my 
father lived, give twenty, forty, [fifty,] an hundred ducats 
apiece for his picture in little. [’Sblood,] there is something 
in this more than natural, if philosophy could find it out. 

Flourish for the Players. 
Gut. There are the players. 
Ham. Gentlemen, you are welcome to Elsinore. Your 

hands, come. The appurtenance of welcome is fashion and 
ceremony. Let me comply with you in the garb, lest my 
extent™ to the players, which, I tell you, must show fairly 
outward, should more appear like entertainment than yours.

mark it. [Alowd.] You say right, sir; for o’ Monday 
morning ’t was so indeed. 

Por. My lord, I have news to tell you. 
Ham. My lord, I have news to tell you. When Roscius 

was an actor in Rome,— 
Pot. The actors are come hither, my lord. 
Ham. Buzz, buzz! 
Por. Upon mine honour,— 
Ham. “Then came each actor on his ass,’— 
Pot. The best actors in the world, either for tragedy, 

comedy, history, pastoral, pastoral-comical, historical-pas- 

toral, tragical-historical, tragical-comical-historical-pastoral, 
scene individable, or poem unlimited; Seneca cannot be too 
heavy, nor Plautus too light. For the law of writ and the 
liberty,” these are the only men.

Ham. Am I not i’ the right, old Jephthah?

Nor do not saw the air too much with your hand, 
thus, but use all gently; for in the very torrent, tempest, and, 
as I may say, the whitlwind of passion, you must acquire 
and beget a temperance that may give it smoothness.

Ham. Be not too tame neither, but let your own discretion 

be your tutor. Suit the action to the word, the word to the 
action; with this special observance, that you o’erstep not the 
modesty® of nature. For anything so overdone is from the 
purpose of playing, whose end, both at the first and now, was 
and is, to hold, as °t were, the mirror up to nature; to show 
virtue her own feature, scorn her own image, and the very 
age® and body of the time his form and pressure.’ Now this 
overdone, or come tardy off’ though it make the unskilful 
laugh, cannot but make the judicious grieve; the censure’ of 
the which one must, in your allowance, o’erweigh a whole 
theatre of others. O, there be players that I have seen play, 
and heard others praise, and that highly, not to speak it pro- 
fanely, that, neither having the accent of Christians nor the 
gait of Christian, pagan, nor man, have so strutted and bel- 
lowed that I have thought some of Nature’s journeymen had 
made men and not made them well, they imitated humanity 
so abominably.

Ham. No, nor mine now. [To Potontus.] My lord, you 

play’d once i’ the university, you say? 
Pot. That I did, my lord, and was accounted a good actor. 

Ham. And what did you enact? 
Pot. I did enact Julius Cesar. I was kill’d i’ the Capitol; 

Brutus kill’d me. 
Ham. It was a brute part of him to kill so capital a

Ham. Thy state is the more gracious, for ’t is a vice to 

know him. He hath much land, and fertile; let a beast be 
lord of beasts, and his crib shall stand at the King’s mess. | 
’T is a chough,” but, as I say, spacious in the possession 
of dirt. 

Osr. Sweet lord, if your lordship were at leisure, I should 
impart a thing to you from his Majesty. 
Ham. I will receive it with all diligence of spirit. Put 

your bonnet to his right use; ’t is for the head. 
Osr. I thank your lordship, ’t is very hot. 
Ham. No, believe me, °t is very cold; the wind is 

northerly, 
Osr. It is indifferent cold, my lord, indeed.

[Sir, here is newly come to court Laertes, believe me, an 
absolute gentleman, full of most excellent differences,* of 
very soft society and great showing; indeed, to speak feel- 
ingly of him, he is the card” or calendar” of gentry, for 
you shall find in him the continent” of what part a gentle- 
man would see. 

Ham. Sir, his definement™ suffers no perdition? in you; 
though, I know, to divide him inventorially would dizzy the 
arithmetic of memory, and yet but yaw™ neither, in respect 
of his quick sail. But, in the verity of extolment, I take 
him to be a soul of great article ;* and his infusion of such 

dearth and rareness, as, to make true diction of him, his 
semblable” is his mirror; and who else would trace him, his 
umbrage,” nothing more, 

Osr. Your lordship speaks most infallibly of him, 
Ham. The concernancy,” sir? Why do we wrap the gen- 

tleman in our more rawer breath? 
Osr. Sir?

You will do ’t, sir, really. 
Ham. What imports the nomination of this gentleman? 
Osr. Of Laertes? 
Hor. His purse is empty already. All’s golden words are 

spent, 

Ham. Of him, sir. 
Osr. I know you are not ignorant— 
Ham. I would you did, sir; yet, in faith, if you did, it 

would not much approve me, Well, sir?] 
Osr. You are not ignorant of what excellence Laertes is—

hanger, or so. Three of the carriages, in faith, are very 
dear to fancy, very responsive” to the hilts, most delicate 
carriages, and of very liberal conceit.” 

Ham. What call you the carriages?

Hor. Nay, good my lord,— 
Ham. It is but foolery; but it is such a kind of gain- 

giving,” as would perhaps trouble a woman.

THE TRAGEDY OF KING LEAR 

BY 
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INTRODUCTORY NOTE 

“Kine Lear” is, in its picture of the tragice effect of human 
weakness and human cruelty, the most overpowering of the works 

of Shakespeare. It was written about 1605, in the middle of that 

period of his activity when he was interested, for whatever 
reason, in portraying the suffering and disaster that are entailed 

by defects of character, and the terrible cost at which such de- 

fects are purged away; and not even “Hamlet” displays these 

things so irresistibly. 

The germ of the story is found in the folk-lore of many 

ages and countries. Attached to the name of Lear, the legend 

assumed pseudo-historical form with Geofrey of Monmouth in 

the twelfth century, was handed down through the long line 

of Latin and English chroniclers, appeared in collections of tales, 

found a place in Spensers “Faerie Queene,’ and was dramatized 

by an anonymous playwright about ten years before the date of 

Shakespeare’s drama. To Shakespeare himself is due the tragic 

catastrophe which takes the place of the traditional fortunate 

ending, according to which the French forces were victorious, and 

Lear was restored to his kingdom. He first makes Lear go mad; 

invents the banishment of Kent and his subsequent disguise; 

creates the Fool; and, finally, connects with Lear the whole story 

. of Gloucester and his sons. 

This skilfully interwoven underplot is taken from Sidney's 

“Arcadia,” in which a story is told of a king turned against his 

legitimate son by the slanders of his bastard. The pretended 

madness of Edgar, and the love of the wicked daughters for 

Edmund are inventions of Shakespeare’s. 

But these details are not the only means by which the improb- 

able legend is converted into the most tremendous of tragedies. 

This is done chiefly by the intensity with which the characters 

are conceived: the imperiousness and intellectual grasp of Lear, 

the force and subtlety of Edmund, the venom of the wicked 

daughters, the tenderness of Cordelia, the impassioned loyalty 

of Kent, the unselfishness of Edgar, and the poignant candor 

of the faithful Fool.

Cor. Time shall unfold what plighted™ cunning hides;

Well may you prosper! 

FRANCE. Come, my fair Cordelia. 
Exeunt [France and CorDELIA]

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Gon. Sister, it is not little I have to say of what most 
nearly appertains to us both. I think our father will hence 
to-night.

You see how full of changes his age is; the observa- 
tion we have made of it hath not been little. He always 
lov’d our sister most; and with what poor judgement he hath 
now cast her off appears too grossly.” 

Rec. ’T is the infirmity of his age; yet he hath ever but 
slenderly known himself. 

Gon. The best and soundest of his time hath been but 
rash; then must we look from his age to receive not alone 
the imperfections of long-engraffed condition,” but there- 
withal the unruly waywardness that infirm and choleric 
years bring with them. 

Rec. Such unconstant starts are we like to have from him 
as this of Kent’s banishment. 

Gon. There is further compliment of leave-taking between 
France and him. Pray you, let us hit together; if our father 
carry authority with such disposition as he bears, this last 
surrender of his will but offend us. 

Rec. We shall further think of it. 
Gon. We must do something, and i’ the heat. [Exeunt. 

Scene II. [The Earl of Gloucester’s castle] 

Enter Bastard [EpMuND with a letter] 

Ep. Thou, Nature, art my goddess; to thy law 
My services are bound. Wherefore should I 
Stand in the plague of custom, and permit 
The curiosity’ of nations to deprive me, 
For that I am some twelve or fourteen moonshines 
Lag of’ a brother? Why bastard? Wherefore base? 
When my dimensions are as well compact, 
My mind as generous," and my shape as true, 
As honest madam’s issue? Why brand they us 
With base? with baseness? bastardy? base, base?

Epo. So please your lordship, none. 
[Putting up the letter.] 

Grou. Why so earnestly seek you to put up that letter? 
Epm. I know no news, my lord. 
Grou. What paper were you reading? 
Epo. Nothing, my lord. 
Grou. No? What needed, then, that terrible dispatch of 

it into your pocket? The quality of nothing hath not such 
need to hide itself. Let ’s see. Come, if it be nothing, I 
shall not need spectacles. 

Epm. I beseech you, sir, pardon me. Tt is a letter from my 
brother, that I have not all o’er-read; and for so much as J 
have perus’d, I find it not fit for your o’er-looking. 

GLovu. Give me the letter, sir. 
Epo. I shall offend, either to detain or give it. The con- 

tents, as in part I understand them, are to blame. 
Grou. Let ’s see, let ’s see. 
Ep. I hope, for my brother’s justification, he wrote this 

but as an essay? or taste of my virtue. 
Grou. (Reads.) “This policy and reverence of age makes

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the world bitter to the best of our times; keeps our fortunes 
from us till our oldness cannot relish them. I begin to find 

an idle and fond bondage in the oppression of aged tyranny ; 

Come 
to me, that of this I may speak more. If our father would 
sleep till I wak’d him, you should enjoy half his revenue for 
ever, and live the beloved of your brother, EDGAR.” 
Hum—conspiracy !—“ Sleep till I- wake him, you should 
enjoy half his revenue! ”—My son Edgar! Had he a hand 
to write this? a heart and brain to breed it in?—When came 
this to you? Who brought it? 

Epo. It was not brought me, my lord; there ’s the cunning 
of it. I found it thrown in at the casement of my closet. 

Giou. You know the character to be your brother's? 
Ep. If the matter were good, my lord, I durst swear it were 

his; but, in respect of that, I would fain think it were not. 
Grov. It is his. 
Epo. It is his hand, my lord; but I hope his heart is 

not in the contents. 
Grou. Has he never before sounded you in this business? 
EpM. Never, my lord; but I have heard him oft maintain 

it to be fit that, sons at perfect age, and fathers declin’d, 
the father should be as ward to the son, and the son manage 
his revenue. 

Grov. O villain, villain! His very opinion in the letter! 
Abhorred villain! Unnatural, detested, brutish villain! worse 
than brutish! Go, sirrah, seek him; I'll apprehend him. 
Abominable villain! Where is he? 
Ep. I do not well know, my lord. If it shall please you 

to suspend your indignation against my brother till you can 
derive from him better testimony of his intent, you should 
run a certain course; where, if you violently proceed against 
him, mistaking his purpose, it would make a great gap in 
your own honour, and shake in pieces the heart of his 
obedience. I dare pawn down my life for him, that he hath 
writ this to feel my affection to your honour, and to no 
other pretence of danger. 

Grou. Think you so? 
Epo. If your honour judge it meet, I will place you where 

you shall hear us confer of this, and by an auricular assur- 
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ance have your satisfaction; and that without any further 
delay than this very evening, 

Grou. He cannot be such a monster— 
[Epm. Nor is not, sure, 
Grou. To his father, that so tenderly and entirely loves 

him. Heaven and earth!] Edmund, seek him out; wind me 
into him, I pray you. Frame the business after your own 
wisdom. I would unstate’ myself, to be in a due resolution.” 

Epa. I will seek him, sir, presently ;* convey the business 
as I shall find means, and acquaint you withal. 

Grou. These late eclipses in the sun and moon portend 
no good to us, Though the wisdom of nature can reason it 
thus and thus, yet nature finds itself scourg’d by the sequent 
effects. Love cools, friendship falls off, brothers divide: in 

cities, mutinies; in countries, discord; in palaces, treason; 
and the bond crack’d ’twixt son and father. This villain of 
mine comes under the prediction; there ’s son against father: 
the King falls from bias of nature;* there ’s father against 
child. We have seen the best of our time; machinations, 
hollowness, treachery, and all ruinous disorders, follow us 
disquietly to our graves. Find out this villain, Edmund; it 
shall lose thee nothing; do it carefully, And the noble and 
true-hearted Kent banish’d! his offence, honesty! ’T is 
strange. Exit. 

Epm. This is the excellent foppery of the world, that, 
when we are sick in fortune, —often the surfeits? of our 

own behaviour, —we make guilty of our disasters the sun, the 
moon, and the stars, as if we were villains on necessity, 
fools by heavenly compulsion, knaves, thieves, and treachers 
by spherical predominance, drunkards, liars, and adulterers 
by an enforc’d obedience of planetary influence, and all that 
we are evil in, by a divine thrusting on. An admirable 
evasion of whoremaster man, to lay his goatish disposition 
on the charge of a star! My father compounded with my 
mother under the dragon’s tail; and my nativity was under 
Ursa major; so that it follows, I am rough and lecherous. 
Fut, I should have been that I am, had the maidenliest star 

in the firmament twinkled on my bastardizing. Edgar—

happily; [as of unnaturalness between the child and the 
parent; death, dearth, dissolutions of ancient amities; di- 
visions in state, menaces and maledictions against king and 
nobles; needless diffidences,* banishment of friends, dissipa- 
tion of cohorts, nuptial breaches, and I know not what. 

Epc. How long have you been a sectary astronomical ?* 
Epm. Come, come;] when saw you my father last? 
Epc. [Why,] the night gone by. 
Epm. Spake you with him? 
Epc. Ay, two hours together. 
Ep. Parted you in good terms? Found you no dis- 

pleasure in him by word nor countenance? 
Epc. None at all. 
Ep. Bethink yourself wherein you may have offended 

him; and at my entreaty forbear his presence until some little 
time hath qualified the heat of his displeasure, which at this 
instant so rageth in him, that with the mischief of your 
person it would scarcely allay. 

Epc. Some villain hath done me wrong. 

Epm. That ’s my fear. I pray you, have a continent” for- 
bearance till the speed of his rage goes slower; and, as I 
say, retire with me to my lodging, from whence I will fitly 
bring you to hear my lord speak. Pray ye, go; there ’s my 
key. If you do stir abroad, go arm’d. 

Epc. Arm’d, brother! 
Ep. Brother, I advise you to the best; I am no honest 

iman if there be any good meaning toward: you. I have told

That he suspects none; on whose foolish honesty 
My practices” ride easy. I see the business. 
Let me, if not by birth, have lands by wit:

Scene III. [The Duke of Albany’s palace] 

Enter GONERIL, and [Oswatp, her] Steward 

Gon. Did my father strike my gentleman for chiding of 
his Fool? 

Osw. Ay, madam. 
Gon. By day and night he wrongs me; every hour 

He flashes into one gross crime or other 
That sets us all at odds. I ’ll not endure it. 
His knights grow riotous, and himself upbraids us 
On every trifle. When he returns from hunting, 
I will not speak with him; say I am sick. 
If you come slack of former services, 
You shall do well; the fault of it, I “Il answer. 

Osw. He ’s coming, madam; I hear him. [Horns within.] 
Gon. Put on what weary negligence you please, 

You and your fellows; I’d have it come to question.’ 
If he distaste’ it, let him to my sister, 
Whose mind and mine, I know, in that are one, 
[Not to be over-rul’d. Idle old man, 
That still would manage those authorities 
That he hath given away! Now, by my life, 
Old fools are babes again, and must be us’d 
With checks as flatteries, when they are seen abus’d.] 
Remember what I have said. 

Osw. Well, madam.

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Gon. And let his knights have colder looks among you;

[I would breed from hence occasions, and I shall, 
That I may speak.] I’ll write straight to my sister,

Scene IV. [4 hall in the same] 

Enter Kent [disguised] 

Kent. If but as well I other accents borrow, 

That can my speech defuse,’ my good intent 
May carry through itself to that full issue 
For which I raz’d my likeness.” Now, banish’d Kent, 
If thou canst serve where thou dost stand condemn’d, 

So may it come, thy master, whom thou lov’st, 

Shall find thee full of labours. 

Horns within. Enter LEAR, [KNIGHTS] and Attendants 

Lear. Let me not stay a jot for dinner; go get it ready. 
[Exit an attendant.) How now! what art thou? 
Kent. A man, sir. 
Lear. What dost thou profess? What wouldst thou with 

us? 
Kent. I do profess to be no less than I seem; to serve 

him truly that will put me in trust; to love him that is 
honest; to converse with him that is wise and says little; 
to fear judgement; to fight when I cannot choose; and to 
eat no fish. 

Lear. What art thou? 
Kent. A very honest-hearted fellow, and as poor as the 

King. 
Lear, If thou be’st as poor for a subject as he ’s for a 

king, thou art poor enough. What wouldst thou? 
KENT. Service. 
Lear. Who wouldst thou serve? 
KENT. You. 
Lear. Dost thou know me, fellow? 

+ Confuse, disguise. 2? Changed my appearanee, 
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Kent, No, sir; but you have that in your countenance 
which I would fain call master. 

Lear. What ’s that? 
Kent, Authority. 
Lear. What services canst thou do? 
Kent. I can keep honest counsel, ride, run, mar a curious? 

tale in telling it, and deliver a plain message bluntly. That 
which ordinary men are fit for, I am qualified in; and the 
best of me is diligence. 

Lear. How old art thou? 
Kent. Not so young, sir, to love a woman for singing, 

nor so old to dote on her for anything. I have years on 
my back forty-eight. 

Lear. Follow me; thou shalt serve me. If I like thee 
no worse after dinner, I will not part from thee yet. Dinner, 
ho, dinner! Where ’s my knave, my Fool? Go you, and 
call my Fool hither. Exit an attendant. 

Enter Steward [Oswatp] 

You, you, sirrah, where ’s my daughter? 
Osw. So please you,— Exit. 
Lear. What says the fellow there? Call the clotpoll* back. 

[Exit a knight.] Where ’s my Fool, ho? I think the world ’s 
asleep. 

[Re-enter KnicuT] 

How now! where ’s that mongrel? 
Knicut. He says, my lord, your daughter is not well. 
Lear. Why came not the slave back to me when I call’d 

him? 
Knicnut. Sir, he answered me in the roundest® manner, he 

would not. 
Lear. He would not! 
Kwnicut. My lord, I know not what the matter is; but, to 

my judgement, your Highness is not entertain’d with that 
ceremonious affection as you were wont. There ’s a great 
abatement of kindness appears as well in the general de- 
pendants as in the Duke himself also and your daughter. 

Lear. Ha! say’st thou so?

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KNIGHT. I beseech you, pardon me, my lord, if I be mis-

[Exit an 
attendant.) Go you, call hither my Fool. [Erit an at-

Re-enter Steward [Oswa.p] 

O, you sir, you, come you hither, sir. Who am I, sir? 
Osw. My lady’s father. 
Lear. “My lady’s father”! My lord’s knave! You 

whoreson dog! you slave! you cur! 
Osw. I am none of these, my lord; I beseech your pardon. 
Lear. Do you bandy looks with me, you rascal? 

[Striking him.] 
Osw. I ’Il not be strucken, my lord. 
Kent. Nor tripp’d neither, you base foot-ball player. 

[Tripping up his heels.] 
Lear. I thank thee, fellow. Thou serv’st me, and I ‘ll 

love thee. 
Kent. Come, sir, arise, away! I ‘ll teach you differences." 

Away, away! If you will measure your lubber’s length 
again, tarry; but away! go to. Have you wisdom? So. 

[Pushes Oswatp out.] 
Lear. Now, my friendly knave, I thank thee. There ’s 

earnest of thy service. [Giving KENT money.]

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Enter FooL 
Foor. Let me hire him too; here ’s my coxcomb. 

[Offering Kent his cap.}

Lear. Take heed, sirrah; the whip. 
Foor. Truth ’s a dog must to kennel; he must be 

whipp’d out, when Lady the brach? may stand by the fire 
and. stink. 

Lear. A pestilent gall to me! 
Foot. Sirrah, I ’ll teach thee a speech. 
Lear. Do. 
Foot. Mark it, nuncle: 

“ Have more than thou showest, 

Speak less than thou knowest, 
Lend less than thou owest, 
Ride more than thou goest,” 
Learn more than thou trowest, 

Set less than thou throwest; 
Leave thy drink and thy whore, 
And keep in-a-door, 
And thou shalt have more 
Than two tens to a score.” 

Kent. This is nothing, Fool. 
Foot. Then ’t is like the breath of an unfee’d lawyer; 

you gave me nothing for ’t. Can you make no use of 
nothing, nuncle?

Foot. [To Kenvt.] Prithee, tell him so much the rent of 
his land comes to.

bitter fool and a sweet one? 
Lear. No, lad; teach me. 
[ Foot. “ That lord that counsell’d thee 

To give away thy land, 
Come place him here by me, 
Do thou for him stand: 

The sweet and bitter fool 
Will presently appear ; 

The one in motley here, 

The other found out there.” 
Lear. Dost thou call me fool, boy? 
Foot. All thy other titles thou hast given away; that thou 

wast born with. 
Kent. This is not altogether fool, my lord. 
Foot. No, faith, lords and great men will not let me; if 

I had a monopoly out, they would have part on °t. And 
ladies, too, they will not let me have all the fool to myself; 
they ‘ll be snatching.] Nuncle, give me an egg, and I ‘ll 
give thee two crowns. 

Lear. What two crowns shall they be? 
Foot. Why, after I have cut the egg i’ the middle, and 

eat up the meat, the two crowns of the egg. When thou 
clovest thy crown i’ the middle, and gav’st away both parts, 
thou bor’st thine ass on thy back o’er the dirt. Thou hadst 
little wit in thy bald crown, when thou gav’st thy golden 
one away.

Lear. An you lie, sirrah, we ’ll have you whipp’d. 
Foot. I marvel what kin thou and thy daughters are. 

They ’Il have me whipp’d for speaking true, thou ‘It have 
me whipp’d for lying; and sometimes I am whipp’d for 
holding my peace. I had rather be any kind o’ thing than 
a Fool; and yet I would not be thee, nuncle; thou hast 
pared thy wit o’ both sides, and left nothing i’ the middle. 
Here comes one o’ the parings. 

Enter GONERIL 

Lear. How now, daughter! what makes that frontlet™ on? 
[Methinks] you are too much of late i’ the frown. 

Foot. Thou wast a pretty fellow when thou hadst no need 
to care for her frowning; now thou art an O without a 
figure. I am better than thou art now; I am a Fool, thou art 
nothing. [To Gon.] Yes, forsooth, I will hold my tongue; 
so your face bids me, though you say nothing. Mum, mum,

[Pointing to Lear.] That’s a sheal’d” peascod. 
Gon. Not only, sir, this your all-licens’d Fool,

Sir, 
I had thought, by making this well known unto you, 
To have found a safe redress; but now grow fearful,

Either his notion weakens, his discernings 
Are lethargied—Ha! waking? ’T is not so. 
Who is it that can teli me who I am? 

Foot. Lear’s shadow. 
[Lear. I would learn that; for, by the marks of sover- 

eignty, knowledge, and reason, I should be false persuaded 
I had daughters. 

Foot. Which they will make an obedient father. ] 
Lear. Your name, fair gentlewoman? 
Gon. This admiration,” sir, is much 0’ the savour 

Of other your new pranks. I do beseech you 
To understand my purposes aright. 

As you are old and reverend, you should be wise. 
Here do you keep a hundred knights and squires; 
Men so disorder’d, so debosh’d” and bold, 
That this our court, infected with their manners, 
Shows like a riotous inn.

Let 
go thy hold when a great wheel runs down a hill, lest it 
break thy neck with following; but the great one that goes 
upward, let him draw thee after.

I stumbled when I saw. Full oft ’t is seen, 
Our means secure us,‘ and our mere defects 
Prove our commodities.” O dear son Edgar, 
The food of thy abused® father’s wrath! 
Might I but live to see thee in my touch, 
I’d say I had eyes again! 

Orp Man. How now! Who’s there? 
Ene. [Aside.} O gods! Who is ’t can say, “I am at the 

worst ”? 
I am worse than e’er I was. 

Orp Man, ’T is poor mad Tom. 
Enc. [Aside.] And worse I may be yet; the worst is not 

So long as we can say, “ This is the worst.” 
Orp Man. Fellow, where goest? 
Grou. Is it a beggar-man? 
Orp Man. Madman and beggar too. 
Grou. He has some reason, else he could not beg. 

P the last night’s storm I such a fellow saw, 
Which made me think a man a worm. My son

bleed.

Tom hath been scar’d out of his good wits. Bless thee, 
good man’s son, from the foul fiend! [Five fiends have been 
in poor Tom at once; of lust, as Obidicut; Hobbididence, 
prince of dumbness; Mahu, of stealing; Modo, of murder;

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INTRODUCTORY NOTE 

Amonc the tragedies of Shakespeare, “Macbeth” is noted for 
the exceptional simplicity of the plot and the directness of the 
action. Here is no. underplot to complicate or enrich, hardly 

more than a glimpse of humor to relieve the dark picture of 

criminal ambition, only the steady march toward an inevitable 

catastrophe. 

The story belongs to the half-legendary history of Scotland, 

and was drawn by Shakespeare from the “Chronicles of Holin- 

shed.’ For the most part, he follows the historian with consid- 

erable fidelity, but details such as the drugging of the grooms 

by Lady Macbeth, the portents described in the fourth scene of 

the second act, and the voice that called, “Sleep no more!” were 

suggested by other parts of the “Chronicle” than that dealing 

with the reigns of Duncan and Macbeth. 

Even the witches occur in Holinshed, who says: “The common 

opinion was that these women were either the weird sisters, that 

is (as ye would say) the goddesses of destiny, or else some 

nymphs or fairies, indued with knowledge of prophecy by their 

necromantical science.” While keeping this aspect of these figures 

as Fates, Shakespeare added details from the witch lore of his 

time, and made them capable of a symbolical and spiritual sig- 

nification that brought them into vital relation with the change 

in the character of Macbeth. 

This tragedy illustrates in its close the conventional poetic 

justice that demands the triumph of the righteous cause and the 

downfall of the wicked. But there ts not lacking that more 

subtle justice, so impressive in “Lear” because unaccompanied 

by the temporal reward of the good, which reveals itself in 

the subduing of character to what it works in. Far more terrible 

than the defeat and death of Macbeth is the picture of the 

degradation of his nature, when he appears in the scene before 

the battle like a beast at bay.

Wouldst thou have that 
Which thou esteem’st the ornament of life, 
And live a coward in thine own esteem, 

Letting “ I dare not” wait upon “I would,” 
Like the poor cat i’ the adage ?*

Yet, when we can entreat an hour to serve, 
We would spend it in some words upon that business, 
If you would grant the time. 

BAN. At your kind’st leisure. 
Macs. If you shall cleave to my consent, when °t igs 

It shall make honour for you. 
Ban. So I lose none 

In seeking to augment it, but still keep 
My bosom franchis’d’ and allegiance clear, 
I shall be counsell’d. 

Mace. Good repose the while! 
Ban. Thanks, sir; the like to you! 

Exeunt BANguo [and FLEance]. 
Macs, Go bid thy mistress, when my drink® is ready, 

She strike upon the bell. Get thee to bed. Exit [Servant]. 
Is this a dagger which I see before me, 
The handle toward my hand? Come, let me clutch thee. 
I have thee not, and yet I see thee still. 
Art thou not, fatal® vision, sensible

Macs. This is a sorry sight. {Looking on his hands.] 
Lapy M. A foolish thought, to say a sorry sight. 
Macs. There ’s one did laugh in ’s sleep, and one cried

But they did say their prayers, and address’d them - 
Again to sleep. 

Lavy M. There are two lodg’d together. 
Macs. One cried, “God bless us!” and “Amen” the 

other,

When they did say, “ God bless us!” 

Lavy M. Consider it not so deeply. 
Macs. But wherefore could not I pronounce “ Amen”?

Lapy M. These deeds must not be thought 
After these ways; so, it will make us mad. 

Macs. Methought I heard a voice cry, “ Sleep no more! 
Macbeth does murder sleep,”—the innocent sleep,

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Sleep that knits up the ravell’d sleaveř of care, 
The death of each day’s life, sore labour’s bath, 

Balm of hurt minds, great nature’s second course,

Lapy M. What do you mean? 
Mace. Still it cried, “ Sleep no more!” to all the house; 

“ Glamis hath murder’d sleep, and therefore Cawdor 
Shall sleep no more; Macbeth shall sleep no more.” 
Lapy M. Who was it that thus cried? Why, worthy 

thane,

Enter a Porter. Knocking within 

Porter. Here ’s a knocking indeed! If a man were por- 
ter of hell-gate, he should have old turning* the key. 
(Knocking.) Knock, knock, knock! Who ’s there, i’ the name 
of Beelzebub? Here ’s a farmer, that hang’d himself on the 
expectation of plenty? Come in time; have napkins enow 
about you; here you'll sweat for °t. (Knocking.) Knock, 
knock! Who ’s there, in the other devil’s name? Faith, 
here ’s an equivocator, that could swear in both the scales 
against either scale; who committed treason enough for 
God’s sake, yet could not equivocate to heaven. O, come 
in, equivocator. (Knocking.) Knock, knock, knock! Who’s 
there? Faith, here ’s an English tailor come hither, for 
stealing? out of a French hose. Come in, tailor; here you 
may roast your goose. (Kunocking.) Knock, knock;

Port. Marry, sir, nose-painting, sleep and urine. Lech- 

ery, sir, it provokes, and unprovokes; it provokes the desire, 
but it takes away the performance; therefore, much drink 
may be said to be an equivocator with lechery: it makes 
him, and it mars him; it sets him on, and it takes him off; 
it persuades him, and disheartens him; makes him stand to, 
and not stand to; in conclusion, equivocates him in a sleep, 
and, giving him the lie, leaves him.

Macb. I know this is a joyful trouble to you; 

But yet ’t is one. 
Macs. The labour we delight in physics pain. 

This is the door. 
Mac. I ’ll make so bold to call, 

For ’t is my limited’ service. [Erit 
Len. Goes the King hence to-day? 
Macs. He does;—he did appoint so. 
Len. The night has been unruly. Where we lay,

In the great hand of God I stand, and thence 
Against the undivulg’d pretence” I fight

Maco. And so do I. 
ALL. So all. 
Macs. Let ’s briefly put on manly readiness,” 

And meet i’ the hall together. 
ALL. Well contented. 

Exeunt [all but Marcom and DONALBAIN] 
Mar. What will you do? Let ’s not consort with them; 

To show an unfelt sorrow is an office 
Which the false man does easy. I’ll to England. 

Don. To Ireland, I; our separated fortune 
Shall keep us both the safer. Where we are,

Hath trifled’ former knowings. 

Ross. Ah, good father, 

Thou seest the heavens, as troubled with man’s act, 
Threatens his bloody stage. By the clock ’t is day, 
And yet dark night strangles the travelling lamp.’ 
Is ’t night’s predominance or the day’s shame 
That darkness does the face of earth entomb, 

When living light should kiss it? 
Orp M. °T is unnatural, 

Even like the deed that ’s done. On Tuesday last, 
A falcon, tow’ring in her pride of place, 
Was by a mousing owl hawk’d at and kill’d. 

Ross. And Duncan’s horses—a thing most strange and 
certain— 

Beauteous and swift, the minions? of their race, 
Turn’d wild in nature, broke their stalls, flung out, 

Contending ’gainst obedience, as they would make 
War with mankind. 

Orp M. ’T is said they eat each other. 
Ross. They did so, to the amazement of mine eyes 

That look’d upon ’t, 

20 Nearer. : 
1 Made trifling by comparison. ?The sun. 3 Favorites, 
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Enter MAcDUFF 

Here comes the good Macduff. 
How goes the world, sir, now? 
Mac. Why, see you not? 
Ross. Is ’t known who did this more than bloody deed? 
Macp. Those that Macbeth hath slain. 
Ross. Alas, the day! 

What good could they pretend ?* 
Maco. ' They were suborn’d. 

Malcolm and Donalbain, the King’s two sons, 
Are stolen away and fled; which puts upon them 
Suspicion of the deed. 

Ross. *Gainst nature still! 
Thriftless ambition, that will ravin up” 
Thine own life’s means! Then ’t is most like 
The sovereignty will fall upon Macbeth. 

Maco. He is already nam’d, and gone to Scone 
To be invested. 

Ross. Where is Dunćan’s body? 
Macb. Carried to Colmekill, 

The sacred storehouse of his predecessors, 
And guardian of their bones. 

Ross. Will you to Scone? 
Macb. No, cousin, I’ll to Fife. 

Ross. Well, I will thither. 

Maco. -Well, may you see things well done there,—adieu !— 
Lest our old robes sit easier than our new! 

Ross. Farewell, father. 

Orp M. God’s benison go with you; and with those 
That would make good of bad, and friends of foes! Exeunt. 

ACT te 

Scene I. [Forres. The palace] 

Enter Banquo 

Ban. Thou hast it now: King, Cawdor, Glamis, all, 
As the weird women promis’d, and, I fear, 

* Mean, 5 Devour. 
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Thou play’dst most foully for ’t: yet it was said 
It should not stand in thy posterity, 
But that myself should be the root and father 
Of many kings. If there come truth from them— 
As upon thee, Macbeth, their speeches shine-— 
Why, by the verities on thee made good, 
May they not be my oracles as well, 
And set me up in hope? But hush! no more. 

Sennet sounded. Enter Macsetu, as King, Lany [Mace 
BETH, as Queen], Lennox, Ross, Lords, [Ladies,] 

and SERVANTS 

Macs. Here ’s our chief guest. 
Lapy M. If he had been forgotten, 

It had been as a gap in our great feast, 
And all-thing’ unbecoming. 

Macs. To-night we hold a solemn supper, sir, 
And I’ll request your presence. 

BAN. Let your Highness 
Command upon me; to the which my duties 
Are with a most indissoluble tie 
For ever knit. 

Macs. Ride you this afternoon? 
Ban. Ay, my good lord. 
Macs. We should have else desir’d your good advice, 

Which still hath been both grave and prosperous, 
In this day’s council; but we ’ll take to-morrow. 
Is ’t far you ride? 

Ban. As far, my lord, as will fill up the time 
’Twixt this and supper. Go not my horse the bétter,’ 
I must become a borrower of the night 

For a dark hour or twain. 
Macs. Fail not our feast. 
Ban. My lord, I will not. 
Macs. We hear our bloody cousins are bestow’d 

In England and in Ireland, not confessing 
Their cruel parricide, filling their hearers 
With strange invention. But of that to-morrow, 

1 Are conspicuously fulfilled. 2 Entirely. è Faster. 
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When therewithal we shall have cause of state 
Craving us jointly. Hie you to horse; adieu, 
Till you return at night, Goes Fleance with you? 

Ban. Ay, my good lord. Our time does call upon ’s, 
Macs. 1 wish your horses swift and sure of foot; 

And so I do commend you to their backs. 
Farewell. Exit Banquo. 
Let every man be master of his time 
Till seven at night. To make society 
The sweeter welcome, we will keep ourself 
Till supper-time alone; while* then, God be with you! 

Exeunt [all but Macseru, and a Servant]. 
Sirrah, a word with you. Attend those men 
Our pleasure? 

SERV. They are, my lord, without the palace gate. 
Macs, Bring them before us. (Exit SERVANT.) 

To be thus is nothing; 
But to be safely thus. Our fears in Banquo 
Stick deep; and in his royalty of nature 
Reigns that which would be fear’d. ’T is much he dares; 
And, to that dauntless temper of his mind, 
He hath a wisdom that doth guide his valour 
To act in safety. There is none but he 
Whose being I do fear; and, under him, 
My Genius is rebuk’d, as, it is said, 
Mark Antony’s was by Cesar. He chid the sisters 
When first they put the name of king upon me, 
And bade them speak to him; then prophet-like 
They hail’d him father to a line of kings. 
Upon my head they plac’d a fruitless crown, 
And put a barren sceptre in my gripe, 
Thence to be wrench’d with an unlineal hand, 
No son of mine succeeding. If ’t be so, 
For Banquo’s issue have I fil’d®’ my mind; 
For them the gracious Duncan have I murder’d; 
Put rancours in the vessel of my peace 
Only for them; and mine eternal jewel* 
Given to the common enemy of man, 
To make them kings, the seed of Banquo kings!

Re-enter SERVANT, with two MuURDERERS 

Now go to the door, and stay there till we call. 
Exit SERVANT.

[1.] Mur. It was, so please your Highness. 
Macs. Well then, now 

Have you consider’d of my speeches? Know 
That it was he in the times past which held you 
So under fortune, which you thought had been 
Our innocent self. This I made good to you 
In our last conference, pass’d in probation? with you, 
How you were borne in hand, how cross’d, the instruments, 
Who wrought with them, and all things else that might 
To half a soul and to a notion” craz’d 
Say, “ Thus did Banquo.” 

1. Mur. You made it known to us. 
Macs. I did so, and went further, which is now 

Our point of second meeting. Do you find 
Your patience so predominant in your nature 
That you can let this go? Are you so gospell’d™ 
To pray for this good man and for his issue, 
Whose heavy hand hath bow’d you to the grave 
And beggar’d yours for ever? 

1. Mur. We are men, my liege. 
Macs. Ay, in the catalogue ye go for men, 

As hounds and greyhounds, mongrels, spaniels, curs, 
Shoughs,” water-rugs,” and demi-wolves, are clept 
All by the name of dogs; the valued file” 
Distinguishes the swift, the slow, the subtle, 
The housekeeper, the hunter, every one 
According to the gift which bounteous nature 
Hath in him clos’d; whereby he does receive 
Particular addition,” from the bill 
That writes them all alike; and so of men. 
Now, if you have a station in the file,

With barefac’d power sweep him from my sight 
And bid my will avouch it,* yet I must aot, 
For certain friends that are both his and mire, 

Whose loves I may not drop, but wail his fall 
Who I myself struck down; and thence it is, 
That I to. your assistance do make love, 
Masking the business from the common eye 
For sundry weighty reasons.

Scene H. [The palace] 

Enter Lapy MACBETH and a SERVANT 

Lapy M. Is Banquo gone from court? 
Serv. Ay, madam, but returns again to-night. 
Lapy M. Say to the King, I would attend his leisure 

For a few words. 
SERV. Madam, I will. Exit. 

Lapy M. Nought ’s had, all ’s spent, 
Where our desire is got without content. 
*T is safer to be that which we destroy. 
Than by destruction dwell in doubtful joy. 

Enter MACBETH 

How now, my lord! why do you keep alone, 
Of sorriest fancies your companions making, 
Using those thoughts which should indeed have died 
With them they think on? Things without all remedy 
Should be without regard; what ’s done is done. 

Macs. We have scotch’d’ the snake, not kill’d it; 
She ’ll close and be herself, whilst our poor malice 
Remains in danger of her former tooth. 
But let the frame of things disjoint, both the worlds suffer, 
Ere we will eat our meal in fear, and sleep 
In the affliction of these terrible dreams 

21 Roughnesses. 22 Patches. 
1 Slashed, 
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That shake us nightly. Better be with the dead 
Whom we, to gain our peace, have sent to peace, 
Than on the torture of the mind to lie 
In restless ecstasy. Duncan is in his grave; 
After life’s fitful fever he sleeps well. 
Treason has done his worst; nor steel, nor poison, 
Malice domestic, foreign levy, nothing, 
Can touch him further. 
Lapy M. Come on, 

Gentle my lord, sleek o’er your rugged looks; 
Be bright and jovial among your guests to-night. 

Macs. So shall I, love; and so, I pray, be you. 
Let your remembrance apply to Banquo; 
Present him eminence,’ both with eye and tongue. 
Unsafe the while, that we 
Must lave our honours in these flattering streams, 
And make our faces vizards to our hearts, 
Disguising what they are. 

Lapy M. You must leave this. 
Macs. O, full of scorpions is my mind, dear wife! 

Thou know’st that Banquo and his Fleance lives. 
Lavy M. But in them nature’s copy ’s* not eterne. 
Macs. There ’s comfort yet; they are assailable. 

Then be thou jocund; ere the bat hath flown 
His cloister’d flight, ere to black Hecate’s summons 
The shard-borne* beetle with his drowsy hums 
Hath rung night’s yawning peal, there shall be done 
A deed of dreadful note. 

Lapy M. What ’s to be done? 
Macs. Be innocent of the knowledge, dearest chuck, 

Till thou applaud the deed. Come, seeling® night, 
Scarf up the tender eye of pitiful day, 
And with thy bloody and invisible hand 
Cancel and tear to pieces that great bond 
Which keeps me pale! Light thickens, and the crow 
Makes wing to the rooky wood; 
Good things of day begin to droop and drowse, 
Whiles night’s black agents to their preys do rouse.

Enter three MURDERERS 

1. Mur. But who did bid thee join with us? 
3. Mur, Macbeth, 
2. Mur. He needs not our mistrust, since he delivers? 

Our offices and what we have to do 
To the direction just. 

I. Mur. Then stand with us; 
The west yet glimmers with some streaks of day. 
Now spurs the lated traveller apace 
To gain the timely inn; and near approaches 
The subject of our watch. 

3. Mur. Hark! I hear horses. 
Ban. (Within.) Give us a light there, ho! 
2. Mur. Then ’t is he; the rest 

That are within the note of expectation’ 
Already are i’ the court. 

I. Mor. His horses go about. 
3. Mur. Almost a mile; but he does usually, 

So all men do, from hence to the palace gate 
Make it their walk, 

Enter Banquo, and FLEANCE with a torch 

2. Mur. A light, a light! 
3. Mur. °T is he. 
1. Mur. Stand to ’t. 
Ban. It will be rain to-night. 
1. Mor. _ Let it come down. 

[They set upon Banguo.] 
Ban. O, treachery! Fly, good Fleance, fly, fly, fly! 

Thou mayst revenge. O slave! 
[Dies. FLEANcE escapes.] 

3. Mur. Who did strike out the light? 
1 Reports our respective duties. =? List of those expected, 
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1. Mur. Was ’t not the way? 
3. Mur. There ’s but one down; the son is fled. 
2. Mur. We have lost 

Best half of our affair. 
1. Mur. Well, let ’s away, and say how much is done. 

Exeunt. 

Scene IV. [The same. Hall in the parace] 

A banquet prepard. Enter MacseTH, Lapy Macsets, Ross, 
Lennox, Lords, and Attendants 

Macs. You know your own degrees; sit down. At first 
And last, the hearty welcome. 

Lorps. Thanks to your Majesty. 
Macs. Ourself will mingle with society 

And play the humble host. 
Our hostess keeps her state,’ but in best time 
We will require her welcome. 

Lapy M. Pronounce it for me, sir, to all our friends, 
For my heart speaks they are welcome. 

First MurverEr [appears at the door] 

Macs. See, they encounter thee with their hearts’ thanks, 
Both sides are even; here I ’Il sit i’ the midst. 
Be large in mirth; anon we ’Il drink a measure 
The table round. [Approaching the door.] 

—There ’s blood upon thy face. 
Mor. ’T is Banquo’s then. 
Macs. ’T is better thee without than he within. 

Is he dispatch’d? 
Mor. My lord, his throat is cut; that I did for him. 
Macs, Thou art the best 0’ the cut-throats; yet he ’s good 

That did the like for Fleance. If thou didst it, 
Thou art the nonpareil? 

Mor. Most royal sir, 
Fleance is scap’d. 

Macs, Then comes my fit again. I had else been perfect, 
Whole as the marble, founded as the rock, 

1 Throne, 2? The one without equal. 
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As broad and general as the casing air; 
But now I am cabin’d, cribb’d, confin’d, bound in 
To saucy doubts and fears. But Banquo ’s safe? 

Mor. Ay, my good lord; safe in a ditch he bides, 
With twenty trenched gashes on his head, 
The least a death to nature. 

Macs. Thanks for that; 
There the grown serpent lies. The worm® that ’s fled 
Hath nature that in time will venom breed, 
No teeth for the present. Get thee gone; to-morrow 
We ’ll hear ourselves again.‘ Exit MURDERER. 

Lavy M. My royal lord, 
You do not give the cheer. The feast is sold 
That is not often vouch’d, while ’t is a-making, 
°T is given with welcome. To feed were best at home; 
From thence, the sauce to meat is ceremony; 
Meeting were bare without it. 

Enter the Ghost of BaNguo, and sits in Macsetnu’s place 

Macs. Sweet remembrancer! 
Now, good digestion wait on appetite, 
And health on both! 

LEN. May ’t please your Highness sit. 
Macs. Here had we now our country’s honour roof’d, 

Were the grac’d person of our Banquo present, 
Who may I rather challenge for unkindness 
Than pity for mischance. 

Ross. His absence, sir, 
Lays blame upon his promise. Please ’t your Highness 
To grace us with your royal company? 

Macs. The table ’s full. 
LEN. Here is a place reserv’d, sir. 
Macs. Where? 
Len. Here, my good lord. What is ’t that moves your 

Highness? 
Macs. Which of you have done this? 
Lorps. What, my good lord? 
Mace. Thou canst not say I did it; never shake 

Thy gory locks at me. 
2 Serpent. «Talk together. 
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~ Ross. Gentlemen, rise: his Highness is not well. 
Lavy M. Sit, worthy friends; my lord is often thus, 

And hath been from his youth. Pray you, keep seat; 
The fit is momentary; upon a thought 
He will again be well. If much you note him, 
You shall offend him and extend his passion.® 
Feed, and regard him not, [Aside to Macsetu.] 
Are you a man? 

Macs. Ay, and a bold one, that dare look on that 
Which might appall the devil, 
Lavy M. [Aside to Macsetu.] O proper* stuff! 

This is the very painting of your fear; 
This is the air-drawn dagger which, you said, 
Led you to Duncan, O, these flaws’ and starts, 
Impostors to® true fear, would well become 
A woman’s story at a winter’s fire, 
Authoriz’d’ by her grandam. Shame itself! 
Why do you make such faces? When all ’s done, 
You look but on a stool. 
-Macs. Prithee, see there! behold! look! lo! how say you? 

Why, what care I? If thou canst nod, speak too. 
If charnel-houses and our graves must send 
Those that we bury back, our monuments” 
Shall be the maws of kites, [Guost vanishes.] 

Lavy M. [Aside to Maczpetu.] What, quite unmann’d in 
folly? 

Macs. If I stand here, I saw him. 
Lapy M. [Aside to MacsetH.] Fie, for shame! 
Macs, Blood hath been shed ere now, i’ the olden time, 

Ere humane statute purg’d the gentle weal ;* 
Ay, and since too, murders have been perform’d 
Too terrible for the ear. The time has been, 

That, when the brains were out, the man would die, 
And there an end; but now they rise again, 
With twenty mortal murders” on their crowns, 
And push us from our stools, This is more strange 
Than such a murder is. 

Lavy M. My worthy lord, 
ë Prolong his agitation. ‘ 8 Fine. 7 Sudden outbursts. 8 Compared to 
? Vouched for. 1° Tombs. = Made the state gentle by purging it. 
32 Deadly wounds. 
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Your noble friends do lack you. 
Macs. I do forget. 

Do not muse at me, my most worthy friends; 
I have a strange infirmity, which is nothing 
To those that know me. Come, love and health to all; 
Then I’ll sit down. Give me some wine; fill full. 

Re-enter Ghost 
I drink to the general joy o’ the whole table, 
And to our dear friend Banquo, whom we miss; 
Would he were here! to all and him we thirst, 
And all to all. 

Lorps. Our duties, and the pledge. 
Macs. Avaunt! and quit my sight! let the earth hide thee! 

Thy bones are marrowless, thy blood is cold; 
Thou hast no speculation” in those eyes 
Which thou dost glare with! 

Lapy M. Think of this, good peers, 
But as a thing of custom; ’t is no other, 

Only it spoils the pleasure of the time. 
Macs. What man dare, I dare. 

Approach thou like the rugged Russian bear, 
The arm’d rhinoceros, or the Hyrean tiger; 
Take any shape but that, and my firm nerves 
Shall never tremble. Or be alive again, 
And dare me to the desert with thy sword; 
If trembling I inhabit* then, protest me 
The baby of a girl. Hence, horrible shadow! 
Unreal mockery, hence! [Guost vanishes.] 

Why, so; being gone, 
I am a man again. Pray you, sit still. 

Lapy M. You have displac’d the mirth, broke the good 
meeting, 

With most admir’d® disorder. 
Macs. Can such things be, 

And overcome” us like a summer’s cloud, 
Without our special wonder? You make me strange” 
Even to the disposition that I owe, 

18 Sight. 14 Continue (?). Clothe myself in (?). 1 Producing wonder, 

38 Overshadow. 17 A stranger. 
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When now I think you can behold such sights, 
And keep the natural ruby of your cheeks, 
When mine is blanch’d with fear. 

Ross. What sights, my lord? 
Lapy M. I pray you, speak not; he grows worse and 

worse; 
Question enrages him. At once, good-night. 
Stand not upon the order of your going, 
But go at once. 

LEN. Good-night ; and better health 
Attend his Majesty! 

Lapy M. A kind good-night to all! 
Exeunt Lorps. 

Macs. It will have blood, they say; blood will have blood. 
Stones have been known to move and trees to speak; 
Augures” and understood” relations have 
By maggot-pies and choughs” and rooks brought forth 
The secret’st man of blood. What is the night? 
Lavy M. Almost at odds with morning, which is which. 
Macs. How say’st thou, that Macduff denies his person 

At our great bidding? 
Lapy M. Did you send to him, sir? 
Macs. I hear it by the way; but I will send. 

There ’s not a one of them but in his house 
I keep a servant fee’d. I will to-morrow, 
And betimes I will, to the weird sisters. 
More shall they speak; for now I am bent to know, 
By the worst means, the worst. For mine own good 
All causes shall give way. I am in blood 
Stepp’d in so far that, should I wade no more, 
Returning were as tedious as go o’er. 
Strange things I have in head, that will to hand, 

Which must be acted ere they may be scann’d. 
Lavy M. You lack the season™ of all natures, sleep. 
Macs. Come, we ‘ll to sleep. My strange and self-abuse™ 

Is the initiate fear that wants hard use; 
We are yet but young in deed. Exeunt.

Docr. What is it she does now? Look, how she rubs 

her hands. 
GENT. It is an accustom’d action with her, to seem thus

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INTRODUCTORY NOTE 

Ir is entirely probable that the date of “The Tempest” is 1611, 
and that this was the last play completed by Shakespeare before 

he retired from active connection with the theater to spend the 

remainder of his life in leisure in his native town of Stratford- 

on-Avon. 
The main thread of the plot of the drama seems to have been 

some folk-tale of a magician and his daughter, which, in the 

precise form in which Shakespeare knew it, has not been re- 

covered. The storm and the island were, it is believed, suggested 

by the wreck on the Bermudas in 1609 of one of the English 
expeditions to Virginia. Traces are found, too, of the authors 

reading in contemporary books of travel. 

But the plot itself is of less importance than usual. Super- 

natural elements are introduced with great freedom, and the 

dramatist’s interest was clearly not in the reproduction of life- 
like events. The presentation of character and the attractive 

picturing of the beauty of magnanimity and forgiveness are the 

things which, along with its delightful poetry, make the charm 

of this play. It is not to be wondered at that readers have fre- 

quently been led to find in the figure of the great magician, laying 

aside his robes and wonder-working rod in a spirit of love and 

peace toward all men, a symbol of the dramatist himself at the 

close of his great career; and it is surely legitimate to play with 

this idea without assuming that Shakespeare consciously em- 

bodied it. One can hardly conceive a more fitting epilogue to 

the volume which is the crown of the world’s dramatic literature 

than the romance of “The Tempest.”

Where the devil should he 
learn our language? I will give him some relief, if it be 
but for that. If I can recover him and keep him tame and 
get to Naples with him, he ’s a present for any emperor 
that ever trod on neat’s leather.” 

Cat. Do not torment me, prithee; I “Il bring my wood 
home faster. 

Str. He ’s in his fit now and does not talk after the wisest. 
He shall taste of my bottle; if he have never drunk wine afore, 
it will go near to remove his fit. If I can recover him and 
keep him tame, I will not take too much for him; he shall 
pay for him that hath him, and that soundly. 

Car. Thou dost me yet but little hurt; thou wilt anon, I 
know it by thy trembling. Now Prosper works upon thee. 

Str. Come on your ways. Open your mouth; here is that 
which will give language to you, cat. Open your mouth; this 
will shake your shaking, I can tell you, and that soundly. 
You cannot tell who ’s your friend. Open your chaps again. 

Trin. I should know that voice; it should be—but he is 

drown’d; and these are devils. O defend me! 
Str. Four legs and two voices; a most delicate monster! 

His forward voice now is to speak well of his friend; his 

backward voice is to utter foul speeches and to detract. If

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all the wine in my bottle will recover him, I will help his 
ague.

And 
art thou living, Stephano? O Stephano, two Neapolitans 
scap’d! 

. Ste. Prithee, do not turn me about; my stomach is not 
constant. 

CAL. [Aside.] These be fine things, and if they be not 
sprites. 

That ’s a brave god and bears celestial liquor. 
I will kneel to him. 

Sre. How didst thou scape? How cam’st thou hither? 
Swear by this bottle how thou cam’st hither,—I escap’d upon 
a butt of sack which the sailors heaved o’erboard—by this 
bottle, which I made of the bark of a tree with mine own 
hands since I was cast ashore. 

Cat. I ‘Il swear upon that bottle to be thy true subject; 
for the liquor is not earthly. 

Sre. Here; swear then how thou escap’dst. 
Trin. Swam ashore, man, like a duck. I can swim like 

a duck, I’ll be sworn. 

Sre. Here, kiss the book. Though thou canst swim like 
a duck, thou art made like a goose. 

Trin. O Stephano, hast any more of this? 
Sre. The whole butt, man. My cellar is in a rock by the

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seaside where my wine is hid. How now, moori-calf! how 
does thine ague? t 

Car. Hast thou not dropp’d from heaven? 
Ste. Out o’ the moon, I do assure thee. I was the man ?’

My mistress show’d me thee and thy dog and thy bush. 
Ste. Come, swear to that; kiss the book. I will furnish 

it anon with new contents. Swear. 
Trin. By this good light, this is a very shallow monster! 

I afeard of him! A very weak monstet! The man i’ the 
moon! A most poor credulous monster! Well drawn,” 
monster, in good sooth! 

Cat. I ‘ll show thee every fertile inch o’ the island; 
And I will kiss thy foot. I prithee, be my god. 

Trin. By this light, a most perfidious and drunken mon- 
ster! When ’s god ’s asleep, he "Hrob his bottle. 

Car. I’ll kiss thy foot. I’ll swear myself thy subject. 
Ste. Come on then; down, and swear. 
Trin. I shall laugh myself to death at this puppy-headed 

monster. A most scurvy monster! I could find in my heart 
to beat him— 

Ste. Come, kiss. 

Trin. But that the poor monster ’s-in drink. 
An abominable monster ! 

Cau. I 711 show thee the best springs; I ’Il pluck thee 
berries; 

I ‘ll fish for thee and get thee wood enough. 
A plague upon the tyrant that I serve! 
I ‘ll bear him no more sticks, but follow thee, 
Thou wondrous man. 

Trin. A most ridiculous monster, to make a wonder of a 

poor drunkard! 
Cat. I prithee, let me bring thee where crabs grow; 

And I with my long nails will dig thee pig-nuts; 
Show thee a jay’s nest and instruct thee how 
To snare the nimble marmoset.” I’ll bring thee 
To clust’ring filberts and sometimes I Il get thee 
Young scamels” from the rock. Wilt thou go with me?

ACT Ill 

Scene I. [Before Prospero’s cell] 

Enter FERDINAND, bearing a log 
Fer. There be some sports are painful, and their labour 

Delight in them sets off; some kinds of baseness 
Are nobly undergone, and most poor matters 
Point to rich ends. This my mean task 
Would be as heavy to me as odious, but 
The mistress which I serve quickens what ’s dead 
And makes my labours pleasures. O, she is 
Ten times more gentle than her father ’s crabbed, 
And he ’s compos’d of harshness. I must remove

Is hard at study; pray now, rest yourself;

Fer. O most dear mistress, 
The sun will set before I shall discharge 
What I must strive to do. 

Mir. If you ’ll sit down, 
I ‘ll bear your logs the while. Pray, give me that; 
I’ll carry it to the pile. 

FER. = No, precious creature; 
I had rather crack my sinews, break my back, 
Than you should such dishonour undergo, 
While I sit lazy by. 

Mir. It would become me 
As well as it does you; and I should do it 
With much more ease, for my good will is to it, 
And yours it is against. 

Pros. Poor worm, thou art infected !* 
This visitation* shows it. 

Mir. You look wearily. 
Fer. No, noble mistress; ’t is fresh morning with me 

When you are by at night. I do beseech you— 
Chiefly that I might set it in my prayers— 
What is your name? 

Mir. Miranda.—O my father, 
I have broke your hest to say so! 

FER. Admir’d Miranda! 
Indeed the top of admiration! worth 
What ’s dearest to the world! Full many a lady 
I have ey’d with best regard, and many a time 
The harmony of their tongues hath into bondage 
Brought my too diligent ear; for several virtues

If I speak true! if hollowly, invert 
What best is boded me to mischief! I 
Beyond all limit of what else i’ the world 
Do love, prize, honour you. 
Mr. I am a fool 

To weep at what I am glad of. 
Pros. Fair encounter 

Of two most rare affections? Heavens rain grace 
On that which breeds between ’em! 

FER. Wherefore weep you?

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Mir. At mine unworthiness, that dare not offer 
What I desire to give, and much less take 
What I shall die to want. But this is trifling; 
And all the more it seeks to hide itself, 
The bigger bulk it shows.

And prompt me, plain and holy innocence! 
I am your wife, if you will marry me; 
If not, I ‘ll die your maid. To be your fellow 
You may deny me; but I ’Il be your servant, 
Whether you will or no. 

FER. My mistress, dearest;

Mir. My husband, then? 
Fer. Ay, with a heart as willing 

As bondage e’er of freedom. Here ’s my hand. 
Mir. And mine, with my heart in ’t. And now farewell 

Till half an hour hence. 
FER. A thousand thousand ! 

Exeunt [Fer. and Mir. severally]. 
Pros. So glad of this as they I cannot be, 

Who are surpris’d withal; but my rejoicing 
At nothing can be more. I’ll to my book, 
For yet ere supper-time must I perform 
Much business appertaining. Exit. 

Scene II. [Another part of the island] 

Enter CALIBAN, STEPHANO, and TRINCULO 

Sre. Tell not me. When the butt is out, we will drink 
water; not a drop before; therefore bear up, and board* ’em. 
Servant-monster, drink to me. 

Trin. Servant-monster! the folly of this island! They 
say there ’s but five upon this isle: we are three of 
them; if the other two be brain’d like us, the state totters. 

Ste. Drink, servant-monster, when I bid thee. Thy eyes 
are almost set in thy head. 

Trin. Where should they be set else? He were a brave 
monster indeed, if they were set in his tail. 

1 Attack (the bottle). The figure is from naval warfare. 
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Ste. My man-monster hath drown’d his tongue in sack. 

For my part, the sea cannot drown me; I swam, ere I could 

recover the shore, five and thirty leagues off and on. By 

this light, thou shalt be my lieutenant, monster, or my 

standard.’ 
Trin. Your lieutenant, if you list; he ’s no standard. 
Ste. We ’Il not run, Monsieur Monster. 
Trin. Nor go neither; but you ‘Il lie like dogs and yet 

say nothing neither. 
Sre. Moon-calf, speak once in thy life, if thou beest a 

good moon-calf. 
Cat. How does thy honour? Let me lick thy shoe. 

I ’ll not serve him; he ’s not valiant. 
Trin. Thou liest, most ignorant monster! I am in case 

to justle a constable. Why, thou debosh’d’ fish, thou, was 
there ever man a coward that hath drunk so much sack as 
I to-day? Wilt thou tell a monstrous lie, being but half a 
fish and half a monster? 

Car. Lo, how he mocks me! Wilt thou let him, my lord? 
. Trin. “Lord” quoth he! That‘ a monster should be 
such a natural! 

Car. Lo, lo, again! Bite him to death, I prithee. 

Ste. Trinculo, keep a good tongue in your head. If you 
prove a mutineer,—the next tree! The poor monster ’s 
my subject and he shall not suffer indignity. 

Car. I thank my noble lord. Wilt thou be pleas’d to 
hearken once again to the suit I made to thee? 

STE. Marry, will I; kneel and repeat it. I will stand, and 
so shall Trinculo. 

Enter ARIEL, invisible 

Cat. As I told thee before, I am subject to a tyrant, a 
sorcerer, that by his cunning hath cheated me of the island. 

Art. Thou liest. 
Cat. Thou liest, Thou jesting monkey, thou. I would my 

valiant master would destroy thee! I do not lie. 
Ste. Trinculo, if you trouble him any more in ’s tale, 

by this hand, I will supplant some of your teeth. 
Trin, Why, I said nothing. 

2 Standard-bearer, 3 Debauched, 

ae iia eel 
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Ste. Mum, then, and no more. Proceed. 
Cat. I say, by sorcery he got this isle; 

From me he got it. If thy greatness will 
Revenge it on him,—for I know thou dar’st, 
But this thing dare not,— 

Sre. That ’s most certain. 
Car. Thou shalt be lord of it and I ’ll serve thee. 
Ste. How now shall this be compass’d? Canst thou bring 

me to the party? 
Ca. Yea, yea, my lord. I’ll yield him thee asleep, 

Where thou mayst knock a nail into his head. 
Art. Thou liest; thou canst not. 

Car. What a pied ninny ’s* this! Thou scurvy patch !* 
I do beseech thy greatness, give him blows > 
And take his bottle from him. When that ’s gone 
He shall drink nought but brine; for I ‘ll not show him 
Where the quick freshes® are. 

Ste. Trinculo, run into no further danger. Inter- 
rupt the monster one word further, and, by this hand,

Ste. Now, forward with your tale. Prithee, stand farther 

off. 
Car. Beat him enough. After a little time

STE. Stand farther. Come, proceed. 
Cat. Why, as I told thee, ’t is a custom with him,

Let us be jocund. Will you troll the catch" 
You taught me but while-ere? 

Ste. At thy request, monster, I will do reason, any 
reason. Come on, Trinculo, let us sing. Sings. 

Flout ’em and scout ’em 

And scout ’em and flout ’em; 
Thought is free. 

*Rip up his belly. 7° Windpipe. 1 Part-song. 
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Car. That ’s not the tune. 
Ariel plays the tune on a tabor and pipe. 

Ste. What is this same? 
Trin. This is the tune of our catch, played by the picture 

of Nobody. 
Ste. If thou beest a man, show thyself in thy likeness. 

If thou be’st a devil, take ’t as thou list. 
Trin. O, forgive me my sins! 
Ste. He that dies pays all debts. I defy thee. Mercy 

upon us! 
Car. Art thou afeard? 
Ste. No, monster, not I. 
Cat. Be not afeard. The isle is full of noises, 

Sounds and sweet airs, that give delight and hurt not. 
Sometimes a thousand twangling instruments 
Will hum about mine ears, and sometime voices 
That, if I then had wak’d after long sleep, 
Will make me sleep again; and then, in dreaming, 
The clouds methought would open and show riches 
Ready to drop upon me, that, when I wak’d, 
I cried to dream again. 

Ste. This will prove a brave kingdom to me, where I 
shall have my music for nothing.

Enter ALONZO, SEBASTIAN, ANTONIO, GONZALO, ADRIAN, 
Francisco, etc. 

Gon. By ’r lakin; I can go no further, sir; 
My old bones ache. Here ’s a maze trod indeed 
Through forth-rights and meanders!’ By your patience, 

2 Little lady {the Virgin). 2 Straight and winding veths, 
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I needs must rest me. ` 4 

ALON. Old lord, I cannot blame thee, 

Who am myself attach’d® with weariness 
To the dulling of my spirits. Sit down, and rest.

Our frustrate search on land. Well, let him go. 

Ant. [Aside to Ses.] I am right glad that he ’s so 
out of hope.

ANT. [Aside to Srs.] Let it be to-night; 

For, now they are oppress’d with travel, they

Solemn and strange music; and Prospero on the top in- 
visible. Enter several strange shapes, bringing in a 
banquet; and dance about it with gentle actions of 
salutation; and, inviting the King, etc., to eat, they 
depart. 

Ses. [Aside to Ant.] I say, to-night. No more. 
Aton. What harmony is this? My good friends, hark! 
Gon. Marvellous sweet music! 
Aon. Give us kind keepers, heavens! What were these? 
Ses. A living drollery.* Now I will believe 

That there are unicorns, that in Arabia 
There is one tree, the phcenix’ throne, one phoenix 
At this hour reigning there. 

ANT. I ‘ll believe both; 
And what does else want credit, come to me, 

And I ’ll be sworn `t is true. Travellers ne’er did lie, 
Though fools at home condemn ’em. 

Gon. If in Naples 
I should report this now, would they believe me? 
If I should say, I saw such islanders— 

$ Seized,  Puppet-show. 
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For, certes, these are people of the island— 
Who, though they are of monstrous shape, yet, note, 
Their manners are more gentle, kind, than of 
Our human generation you shall find 
Many, nay, almost any. 

Pros. [ Aside.] Honest lord, 
Thou hast said well; for some of you there present

ALON. I cannot too much muse® 
Such shapes, such gesture, and such sound, expressing, 
Although they want the use of tongue, a kind 
Of excellent dumb discourse. 

Pros. [Aside.] Praise in departing. 
Fran. They vanish’d strangely. 
SEB. No matter, since 

They have left their viands behind, for we have stomachs. 
Will ’t please you taste of whatis here? 

ALON. Not I. 
Gon. Faith, sir, you need not fear. When we were boys. 

Who would believe that there were mountaineers 
Dew-lapp’d like bulls,’ whose throats had hanging at ’em 
Wallets of flesh? or that there were such men 
Whose heads stood in their breasts? which now we find 
Each putter-out of five for one’ will bring us

Trin. O, ho, monster! we know what belongs to a frip- 

pery.” O King Stephano! 
Ste. Put off that gown, Trinculo; by this hand, I’ll have

Scene I. [Before Prospero’s cell] 

Enter Prospero in his magic robes, and ARIEL 

Pros. Now does my project gather to a head. 
My charms crack’ not; my spirits obey; and Time 
Goes upright with his carriage. How ’s the day? 

Art. On the sixth hour; at which time, my lord, 
You said our work should cease. 

Pros. I did say so, 
When first I rais’d the tempest. Ssy, my spirit, 
How fares the King and ’s followers? ` 

ARI. Confin’d together 
In the same fashion as you gave in charge, 
Just as you left them; all prisoners, sir, 
In the line-grove which weather-fends* you: cell; 
They cannot budge till your release. The King, 
His brother, and yours, abide all three distracted, 
And the remainder mourning over them, 
Brimful of sorrow and dismay; but chiefly 
Him that you term’d, sir, “ The good old lord, Gonzalo,” 
His tears run down his beard, like winter’s drops

Would become tender. 

Pros. Dost thou think so, spirit? 
Art. Mine would, sir, were I human. 

Pros. ` And mine shall,

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One of their kind, that relish all as sharply 
Passion‘ as they, be kindlier mov’d than thou art?

Pros. Behold, sir King, 
The wronged Duke of Milan, Prospero.

Whe’er thou be’st he or no, 
Or some enchanted trifle to abuse” me, 
As late I have been, I not know.

O heavens, that they were living both in Naples, 
The King and Queen there! That they were, I wish 
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Myself were mudded in that oozy bed ;

Pros. In this last tempest. I perceive, these lords 
At this encounter do so much admire” 
That they devour their reason and scarce think 
Their eyes do offices of truth, their words 
Are natural breath; but, howsoe’er you have

That I am Prospero and that very duke

Where but even now with strange and several noises 
Of roaring, shrieking, howling, jingling chains, 
And moe diversity of sounds, all horrible, 
We were awak’d; straightway, at liberty; 
Where we, in all her trim, freshly beheld 
Our royal, good, and gallant ship, our master 
Cap’ring to eye” her. On a trice, so please you, 
Even in a dream, were we divided from them 
And were brought moping™ hither.

Must rectify our knowledge.

To my poor cell, where you shall take your rest 
For this one night; which, part of it, I "Il waste 
With such discourse as, I not doubt, shall make it 

Go quick away,—the story of my life 
And the particular accidents gone by 
Since I came to this isle. And in the morn 
I’ll bring you to your ship and so to Naples, 
Where I have hope to see the nuptial 
Of these our dear-belov’d solemnized ; 
And thence retire me to my Milan, where
